Wh hundreds of

adventure games from
which to choose, and four
to five new ones each
month, today’s adventurer
enjoys as wide a variety of
exotic destinations as he or
she would if considering
vacation packages at a
travel agency. In the “old
days,” however, the most
difficult quest was not
finding the Mystic Orb or
Evil Wizard, but finding a

revelations as we step
through the Time Door
and visit the Golden Age of
Adventure for a first-hand
look at how it all began.

ﬂ\e First Adven-

ture, The First Cave. If
adventure has a name, it
must be William Crow-
ther. The Indiana Jones of
interactive entertainment,
Crowther wrote the first
computer adventure game
inthelate Sixties, hackinga

new adventure game. And
when you finally did, the
packaging usually con-
sisted of a zip-locbagand a
photo-copied manual—
and the graphics, sound
effects, and other aspects
were primitive by contem-
porary standards. Evenso,
the ability to enter a fan-
tasy world inside your
computer was wondrous
enough to enthrall those
who crossed that magical
threshold.

Countless stories
have sprung up about
those days, some authentic
and others as fanciful as
the tales passed around a
medieval tavern. Whether
you're one of the pioneers
who first mapped Colossal
Cave, or arelative stranger
in these enchanting lands,
you’ll discover a wealth of

jungle for countless pro-
grammers and designers
to follow. Twenty years
later, hundreds of alterna-
tive worlds have been
crafted according to the
formula conceived by
Crowther when he created
a place called Colossal
Cave.

Called Adventure
(often dubbed Original Ad-
venture to distinguish it
from the multitude of sub-
sequent scenarios), itis still
fondly referred to as “the
cave” by Crowther. Myths
and legends have sprung
up around this fountain-
head of the fantastic. The
most common story said
the rambling collection of
caverns was an imaginary
place dreamed up by
Crowther and expanded
by Don Woods. But its

name hints at the real-life
model upon which Colos-
sal Cave was based—
Kentucky’s Mammoth
Cave, a sprawling lime-
stone cavern.

“From 1963 until
1967, I was with the Cave
Research Foundation,”
Crowther recalls. “We
produced maps and con-
ducted low-grade scien-
tific research for the Na-
tional Park Service. Much
of that time was spent
mapping Mammoth Cave
in Kentucky, and the geog-
raphy of the original half of
the adventure matches a
small part of that cave.”
His fascination with spe-
lunking and cartography
explains why contempo-
rary adventurers must
spend so much time ex-
ploring caves and drawing
maps. But Crowther
didn’t set out to invent a
new kind of game and
wasn’t planning to cash in
on the commercial pros-
pects of adventure games,
which have since gener-
ated more gold than all the
bullion in all the caves in
all the adventures com-
bined.

“I wrote it for my
kids, Sandy and Laura,
when I wason the research
staff at a Cambridge con-
sulting firm in 1967 or
1968,” says Crowther, who
graduated from nearby
Massachusetts Institute of
Technology with a B.S. in
physicsin1953. He and his
kids had often played
“Mirkwood,” a non-com-
puter role-playing game
that was a precursor to
Gary Gygax’s 1973 Dun-
geons & Dragons (itself a
modified set of rules Dave



Arnesson devised for play-
ing games with miniature
figures). Created by an
associate of Crowther’s,
Mirkwood drew its name
from a locale that was
tangentially referred to in
J. R. R. Tolkien’s trilogy,
Lord of the Rings. Tolkien’s
epic tale chronicled the
quest of a hobbit named
Frodo as he fought off le-
gions of orcs and sought to
rid Middle Earth of the evil
Sauron, a theme echoed in
countless computer games
since.

Crowther elabo-
rates: “I'd played Mirk-
wood with my kids, and
since I'd done some cav-
ing, it seemed like an inter-
esting combination. So I
did it. It took about a
month, working on week-
ends, to write the program
in Fortran on the DEC
PDP-10 at the office. [For-
tran is a language usually
reserved for scientific re-
search and formula-re-
lated programming.] That
became the first half of the
original adventure. The
dwarves, bird, the snake,
black rod, some treasures
and the magic words
"xyzzy’ werein theoriginal
version. My kids, who
were six and eight or nine
atthetime, played itfroma
teletype and modem at
home. Sometimes they’d
come in and play it at the
office.” There was no scor-
ing system. Sandy and
Laura—and a growing
number of his colleaguesat
the office—played for the
sheer pleasure of explor-
ing the cave and solving its
puzzles.

Adventure repre-
sented a new kind of com-

puter program, a new
form of entertainment. (A
maze-exploration game
called Hunt the Wumpus is
sometimes cited as predat-
ing Crowther’s game, but
even its author, Gregory
Yob, doesn’t consider his
1972 Wumpus an adven-
ture game.) Crowther’s
game consisted of pure
text and used no joystick
orother control device. All
the descriptions of the
caves, creatures and eve-
rything that can happen in
response to the player’s
actions were stored in a
data base. When Sandy or
Laura typed, “go east,” the
parser, a sub-routinein the
program, would analyze
the words by looking to
see if they were part of the
game’s vocabulary, also
part of the data base. If so,
anumber assigned to each
word in the vocabulary
table would be sent to the
logic/action tables. Eve-
rything Crowther had
decided could happen in
the cave was listed here,
along with the conditions
that must be in effect for
each to be executed.

lished that Sandy was in
Cobble Crawl when she’d
typed “go east,” the con-
ditions for displaying the
description of the Debris
Room (whichlies due east)
were fulfilled. The pro-
gram then retrieved its
description from the data-
base, displayed it on-
screen or printed it out,
and updated the appropri-
ate variable to register the
player’s new position.
Then it waited for another
command. Thissimpleyet
classicdesignand implem-
entation proved engaging
to play because of the
unusual degree of interac-
tion between the player
and the game’s environ-
ment.

The consulting
firm where Crowther
worked was part of AR-
PAnet, a pioneer telecom-
munications network, and
he made the game avail-
ableonit. Adventure soon
attracted the all-night at-
tention of America’s earli-
est on-line hackers, who
were hooked into the same
network. (The term hacker
has been assigned numer-

If other parts of
the program, the variables
that kept track of things
like the player’s location,
inventory and other as-
pects of the game, estab-

ous definitions since then,

“Alot of people saw it and
liked it,” Crowther’s voice
grows melancholy. “The
system hackers thought it
was a lot of fun. Then Don
Woods found it. He

doubled the size, adding
exotic things like the
giant’s room and the vol-
cano.”

wenty-three at the
time, Woods was
studying com-
puter science and electri-
cal engineering at SAIL
(Stanford Artificial Intelli-
gence Laboratory at Stan-
ford University). “I was
wandering around on the
ARPAnet in February of
1976 or 1977,” he says.
Someone ran across Adven-
ture on the Stanford Medi-
cal Center computer,
which was also on AR-
PAnet. Ibrought it across
to the Artificial Intelli-
gence lab and looked at it
there. I thought it was an
interesting idea for agame.
The program had a lot of
bugs in it, but it was fun to
play. In fact,I was playing
it for awhile, struggling
around with some of the
problems, when I decided
the easiest way to fix all
these problems was to get
hold of the author. Willie
Crowther’s name was
mentioned in the introduc-
tion, so I sent a message to
Crowther at every site on
the ARP Anet until I found
him.”

Crowther fur-
nished the source code,
and Woods rewrote most

of the program to make it
easier to add new things.
“Coming up with new
rooms was the hard part,
but adding them to the
program wasn'’t that hard.
Friends and classmates
helped. I had not played
any D & D-type games,
though I have since then. I
had read Tolkien’s trilogy,
which influenced the de-
scription of one room,
Breathtaking View. It was
written by a friend, John
Gilberth, and I, after we’d
watched the sun rise on
Mount Diablo. We came
back and by then wereina
fine state of mind for writ-
ing that sort of prose.
“One person, Bob
Pariseau, helped a fair
amount in coming up with
new things to add. I fin-
ished rewriting it around
April of 1976 or 1977 and,
before going on vacation,
created an account on the
Stanford machine under
my name so people could
log-in and run this pro-
gram. When I returned,
much to my dismay, I
found that people had
been connecting to the
machine from all over the
place to play this game.
The people who ran the
computer at Stanford were
kind of annoyed because
of the workload that had
been put on the machine in
my absence. Meanwhile
I'd gotten comments from
people and incorporated a
lot of them into the game.
One was a situation in
which someone had tried
to do some really ridicu-
lous thing and was disap-
pointed that the program
didn’t provide a suitably
snide message. So I began

sneaking in more snide
messages in various
places. I touched itup a bit
and added a few small
items here and there. Then
I announced its general
availability for people to
copy onto their own ma-
chines, and was deluged
by requests for it.

“This probably all
happened in 1977 rather
than 1976, but I always
have trouble remembering
the exact year. One reason
is that I did get around to
making a new version, Ad-
venture II, with five addi-
tional treasures and a total
of 430 points instead of 350.
Ithasn’t spread quite as far
becausel wasstricter about
handing out copies of it.
And that was roughly a
year after the first release,
so the two years seem to
muddle in my mind. It's
still on various machines
today.”

Cave be

came a midnight mecca for
hackers who entered it
from their terminals and
teletypes. After crunching
numbers for the account-
ing department or debug-
ging a new program all
day, engineers and pro-
grammers looked forward
to escaping into this en-
chanting alternative uni-
verse. Solving the puzzles
and grabbing the gold be-




came an obsession for
hundreds of America’s
most highly paid com-
puter scientists, program-
mers and distinguished
academicians. Many play-
ers, like Crowther himself,
didn’t see the game’s text
displayed on a screen but
read its responses and de-
scriptions on paper as they
emerged from the tele-

type.

The Cave on Campus
When Adventure
reached further into
America’s college cam-
puses, students started
squeezing through the
grate into Colossal Cave.
“Everyone was hooked,”
says Marc Blank, an In-
focom founder, “because
there was nothing like it—
it was just a totally new
type of game that hap-
pened to be very appeal-
ing. At the time no one
thought of it as anything
other than just a fun sort of
thing. Idon’t think anyone
planned for it to turn into
real interactive stories or
anything else.” 'In fact,
there weren’'t even any
home computers at this
stage, so the only people
who could venture into
the cave were those with
access to an incredibly
expensive mainframe

computer or terminal.
Dave Lebling,
now a consultant and au-
thor for Infocom, remem-
bers exploring and map-
ping the cave when he was
supposed to be studying
political science at MIT.
“Literally everyone
played it. No work was
done for weeks. You
would look on the ma-
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chines to see who was
logged-in. If there were
fifteen people at the termi-
nals, twelve would be
playing Adventure. 1 can
remember playing it for
hours at a time on many
occasions, and I knew
people who played it al-
most continuously until
they solved it. They just
beat their heads against a
wall until they got past a
problem. At lunchtime,
groups of players would
huddleand whisper things
like, "How do you get past
the snake?” and exchange
clues and hints. There
were days whenIsatdown
and played non-stop, with
only occasional breaks to
keep from falling asleep.

The Making of Zork
Lebling met Marc
Blank, Stu Galley and Joel
Berez in MIT’s Computer
Research Lab where they
were doing computer sci-
ence projects. They felt
convinced an even more
advanced adventure could
be written. “Early on we
decided that we wanted to
have a full-sentence
parser,” Blank elaborates,
“that would help the
games by making them

more realistic and the
problems more interesting
and easier for people to
play.” With AlVezza, who
ran the lab, they and other
students developed MDL,
acomputer language espe-
cially for writing adven-
tures games. (MDL was
the group’s acronym for
“muddle,” which washow
they jokingly say they
managed to get through
the project. Blank gives
most of the credit for the
language’s development
to Christopher Reeve.)
They had Zork running on
the campus mainframe by
Christmas, 1977. Blank
and Lebling, along with
Tim Anderson and Bruce
Daniels wrote the actual
program and story of the
mythical land of the Great
Underground Empire.
“Lots of the text—
especially what we called
the ’purple stuff'—was
written by whoever was
doing a particular piece of
code at the time,” Lebling
points out. Daniels mod-
eled the Thief after Original
Adventure’s Pirate. Blank
devised the bizarrely
humourous responses to
unacceptable commands,
inspired by the snide re-



sponses in Original Adven-
ture. “Zork” itself was a
nonsense expletive buzz-
ing around campus then,
circulating mainly in the
computer science classes.
Lebling dreamed up the
grues, those fearsome crea-
tures of the dark that haunt
most of Infocom’s worlds.
“The grues were indirectly
based on an old English
word meaning blood,” he
explains. “But it’s a direct
homage to Jack Vance and
his science fiction novel,
The Dying Earth , which
contained creatures called
grues. There was some
Dungeons & Dragons in-
fluence,” Lebling muses,
“like the fighting scene
with the troll. I was the
only D & D player in the
group, though, and Zork
was as much influenced by
Tolkien and Jack Vance as
by anything else.”
Meanwhile, Flo-
ridian Scott Adams was
writing the first commer-
cial adventure game, an
all-text scenario called Ad-
ventureland, on his TRS-80
Model I computer. Based
on Crowther’s model, Ad-
ventureland and the series
that followed lacked the
polished, vivid prose of the
mainframe games, and the
parser was crude. Still, his
contribution helped estab-
lish the adventure game in
the pioneer days of the en-
tertainment software in-
dustry. During the same
time frame, Gordon
Letwin of Softwin Associ-
ates wrote Microsoft
Adventure , which became
the “industry standard” of
the Crowther and Woods’
game. Microsoft released
it on cassette and disk for

TRS Model I and Apple II
computers.

In 1979 Infocom’s
founders chipped in and
rented time on a main-
frame computer, and Zork
surfaced as a commercial
game in December, 1980.
“The original Zork was
over a megabyte—one
million bytes—in size,”
Blank emphasizes, far too
big for the memory of
home computers even to-
day. “So we turned it into
all of Zork I , about two-
thirds of Zork I and a piece
of Zork Il .* Zork I was
initially distributed by
Personal Software (which
later became Visicorp, re-
nowned for the VisiCalc
spreadsheet.) The Zork
Users Group sprang up in
Milwaukee, Wisconsin,
run by Michael Dorn-
brook, who was Infocom’s
first playtester and is now
their Product Manager.

é\ nyone who has
M played Sorcerer

will recall being chased
through the glass maze by
a “ferocious Dorn beast,”
which was named after
Michael. The “vezza” spell
in the same game is drawn
from the name of
Infocom’s Chairman of the
Board, Al Vezza. And
Infocom’s entire inner
sanctum of designers and
writers appear allegori-
cally as the Circle of En-
chanters in that game and
its predecessor, Enchanter.
This penchant for alluding
to themselves within the
games goesback to ZorkI’s
little house, where a wall is
described as being “inten-
tionally left blank.”

The First Graphic Games

By now the pioneer
spirit had sparked a gold
rush. From California
came the first graphic ad-
venture. Ken Williams and
his wife Roberta went into
business as On-line Soft-
ware, which eventually
became Sierra On-line.
“Ken worked on a main-
frame IBM at Financial De-
cision Systems in down-
town Los Angeles,”
Roberta reminisces. “This
was the winter of 1979.
Ken would bring back a
terminal and work athome
sometimes. But he showed
me the games that were on
this IBM. One was called
Adventure . 1 played it with
the terminal and printer
for hours, long into the
night, and was fascinated
with it.

“It took me about
three months to solve, then
I went to our local com-
puter store—and there
weren’t many of them at
that time. We’d bought an
Apple between the time I
started playing Adventure
and the time I finished it.
I'd heard you could get
MicroSoft Adventure for the
Apple. But I also heard
that Scott Adams was sell-
ing adventure games. I
thought, well, here I am,
this adventure game ad-
dict,and I just have to get
more. Sol wentto thelocal
store and bought a couple
of his cassettes, because
there weren’t any disk
drives at that time. And I
played a couple of his and
wasn’t that impressed, at
least not compared with
Adventure. 1 had a hard
time finding more adven-
ture games, and I thought




that I couldn’t be the only
person who liked them.
That there must be a mar-
ket out there for them, and
that I could at least do as
well as Scott Adams.
Which was sort of the be-
ginning of our company,
when I saw the need for
this kind of program, this
kind of game,” explains
Roberta.

“I decided to use
graphics to be different,
number one. If you're
going to start a company
with a single product, it
should be different or bet-
ter than anything else like
it. The second reason was
that I thought it would be
nice to show people where
they’re at rather than just
trying to explain it. Mys-
tery House came outin May
of 1980, with black and
white graphics. I designed
and wrote the game and
drew the pictures with a
graphics tablet, and Ken
wrote the program. Then
in 1981 we did Wizard and
the Princess , the first ad-
venture with color graph-

: ”
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Enter the Orc: Fantasy
Role-playing Games

In basements and
bedrooms across the land,
a handful of silicon seers
sought the same Holy
Grail—a computerized

counterpart of Dungeons
and Dragons. One of them
was Robert Clardy, who
was working on the
AWACS radar project at
Boeing Aircraft in Seattle
when he bought his first
Apple in early 1978. Part
of the documentation was
a “Red Manual” full of
BASIC program listings,
and Clardy found himself
captivated with the notion
of elaborating on an earlier
computer game, Gary
Shannon’s Dungeon Maze.
By October of 1978 he had
constructed more rooms,
treasure, elves, dwarves,
and magic spells, and quit
his job to market the first
commercial role-playing
game with low-resolution
graphics, Dungeon Cam-
paign. Designed asa oneor
two-hour game, it didn’t
offer the option of saving a
gameinprogress. A differ-
ent maze was randomly
generated for each session.

The Legend of Ultima

In Nassau Bay,
Texas, Richard Garriott
envisioned his own com-
puter role-playing games
and even managed to earn
high school credits for
writing them. “Our school
had a teletype terminal
tied in to a computer in
Houston,” says Garriott.
To pursue their studies
after completing the
school’s only program-
ming course, he and two
other students convinced
the faculty to let them or-
ganize and run their own
class. “All we had to do
was have a project; if we
could show progress on it,
we’d get an A. This was
my sophomore year, 1977,

when I started playing
fantasy games on paper,
like Dungeons and Drag-
ons, Tunnels and Trolls.
And I was reading Lord of
the Rings and C.S. Lewis’
Chronicles of Narnia as
well, and was kind of ac-
costed by all three of these
things—computers, the
general concept of fantasy,
and role-playing games—
all at the same time.

“So my project for
the last three years of high
school was to write fantasy
role-playing games on the
teletype. They were very
simple little dungeon
games that would have to
reprint the whole thing
every time you took a step.
I'learned a great deal each
time I wrote one; then I'd
throw it away and write a
new one. I just called them
number one, number two,
and soon. And I wasupto
28 when I graduated from
high school in 1979.

“I worked in a
ComputerLand store that
summer, where I discov-
ered the Apple II. And for
the first time I thought of
putting graphics into the
gamesI’d been writing. I'd
seen a low-resolution
game called Escape, which
was like a maze game, and
that inspired me to try to



figure out how 3-D graph-
ics work. Ispent that sum-
mer working on 3-D, high-
resolution graphics and
adapting them to new ver-
sions of my fantasy role-

playing  games—and
wrote something that was
never intended to be pub-
lished, Akalabeth.

“The owner of the
store thought I should
publish it. Ispent what at
the time was a great deal of
money for me, $200, going
to the print shop and get-
ting some tiny manuals
and a cover sheet printed
up, and I bought abunch of
zip-loc bags and started
selling them at the store in
’79. 1 didn’t plan to go
national with it, but one of
the first five copies made it
all the way to the West
Coastand into the hands of
California Pacific, one of
the biggest software pub-
lishers back then. A few
days later they called and
said plane tickets are wait-
ing for me at the airport. I
flew to California, signed a
piece of paper and they
started mailing me money!
That was the lucky circum-
stance that led to me being
published.”

When Garriott re-
alized what he’d been
doing for fun could also be
profitable, it occurred to
him that he could write a
much better game if it were
intended for commercial
sale—and went to work on
one. He called his new
game Ultimatum. To avoid
potential legal problems
with a company whose
board game had the same
name, it was shortened it to
Ultima.  Speaking of
names, Garriott publishes

his games under the nom de
plume Lord British. “It
came from a nickname I
got while studying com-
puters and mathematics at
the University of Okla-
homa in the summer after
my sophomore year,” he
explains. “Some people
thought that I sounded
British because I said
"hello’ as opposed to "hi”. It
turns out I was born in
Cambridge, England, so
the nickname stuck.”

ngaging in a bit of
real-life role-play

ing, Garrictt don-
ned medieval garb and at-
tended California Pacific’s
booth at the West Coast
Computer Fair for Ultima’s

1979 release. “That came
about as a result of my ac-

tivities with the Society for
Creative Anachronisms,”
he says, “which coincided
with my exposure to fan-
tasy gaming and fiction.
At that show I wore a
leather tunic, a small cape,
knickers, boots, and I car-
ried a sword and a fillet,
which is sort of like a little
crown or headband.”

(In June, 1979,
Temple of Apshai became
the first of many role-play-
ing games written in the
locale that eventually
turned into Silicon Valley.
After meeting through
Dungeons & Dragons ses-
sions, Jon Freeman, Jeff
Johnson and Jim Con-
nelley worked from indi-
vidual apartments in
Mountain View, Califor-
nia, to design and program
Apshai  for the TRS-80
Model 1.)

The Wizardry Saga
In September of

1981, Wizardry surfaced in
a small town in upstate
New York. Wizardry's
roots reach back to “circa-
1978, maybe ‘76 or '77,” ac-
cording to co-author An-
drew Greenberg. “Cornell
University has a week-
long study period at the
end of classes, and I usu-
ally spent this entire time
playing Dungeons &
Dragons, bridge, poker
and Scrabble with friends.
But I was feeling particu-
larly bored and wouldn’t
even play these games.
My friends were utterly
fed up with me, and one of
them shouted, "Oh Green-
berg, why don’t you go put
D & D on your com-
puter?””

“1 spent 48 hours
doodling on the thing,
then called my buddies up
and invited them over to
‘come over and walk
through the maze.” Even-
tually it occurred to me
thatit would be really neat
to have a role-playing
game. I'd just sort of been
doing this to answer my
friend’s dare. After scruti-
nizing D & D and others, I
found that none was really
appropriate for a com-
puter game. So I sat down
and began designing my
own. My dorm room at
Cornell was literally occu-
pied by friends playing
and testing the game. I
spent much of the next
couple of years sleeping in
the room of whoever hap-
pened to be playing the
game in my room that
night.

In early 1981, I
was approached by Robert
Woodhead, whom I knew
from my role as manager




of the school’s Plato facil-
ity. Part of my job was to
enforce the trustees’ strict
rule that we were not to
permit game-playing on
the system.  Robert
thought it was his duty in
life to play games on the
system, and that’s how we
met.

Either way, the adventure
game will someday claim
its rightful place alongside
literature and cinema as a
recognized art form, its
subject matter the mythol-
ogy, fantasy and fiction of
the Computer Age.
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hese solutions and maps may be utilized in
many ways, depending on the game and
your own inclination. Optimally you'll use
them to get past the puzzle or maze that’s blocking
your path. Answers have been encoded to minimize
the possibility of catching the dreaded “Clue Book
Syndrome,” which spurs adventurers to race
through a new clue book and immediately read all
the clues, even to games they don’t own. A few
letters in the code look quite similar and won’t be as
easy to decode as the others. This may be tedious at
times, but makes it even harder for you to cave in to
temptation and read a solution from beginning to
end, which would only

and some puzzles will have alternative solutions.
These walkthroughs offer just one—but one that has
been verified and definitely works.) This will ensure
that you're not chasing a “red herring” in the wrong
direction. If you're snagged on a particular problem,
find the location’s section in the solution and decode
the step-by-step answers. Don’t decode them all at
once, though. If the first word translates into a verb
such as “put,” try to solve the puzzle with that
knowledge before decoding more. You might also
decode the last word first, which usually yields a
noun.

First glance at the names of the locations
to find the path necessary to complete theadventure.

Detectives

ere Sherlock Holmes alive today, Watson would not hear the familiar notes of
violin music coming from Holmes’ study—the master detective would be too
wrapped up in a disk-based mystery like one of these. Since Mystery House
(the first disk drive detective game) and Deadline (the most well-known), this
sub-genre of adventures has evolved in subtle ways. Until recently your role
was restricted to that of a policeman or private detective assigned or hired to
solve a murder. But now you're just as likely to be cast as an ordinary citizen
who sets out to solve the crime by interacting with the thugs and suspects.

THE NATURE OF THE CRIMES you're charged with solving has also been expanded far
beyond murder: Offenses as wide-ranging as kidnapping and art theft have been the subjects of the
latest disk drive detective scenarios. In an unusual text game written by novelist Thomas M. Disch,
the mystery revolves around learning your own identity. In another, you're a circus-goer who
solves puzzles by walking the tight rope, wearing a clown suit and engaging in other Big Top
activities rather than by conducting the customary fingerprinting and interrogation of witnesses
and suspects. (Can it be long before we see a game called “Divorce Case Detective,” in which your
goal is the most common case of the private eye—spying on someone’s spouse to obtain evidence
of infidelity?) The main mystery that has armchair Sherlocks puzzled, however, is why there aren’t
as many of these games as there are adventures with fantasy and science fiction themes.

AMNESIA

ou must solve the mystery of your own

identity in this all-text story. First you a-

wake in a New York hotel without a clue,
though plenty of them turn up as you explore the
40,000 locations. Every major street corner in
Manhattan, plus the entire subway was pro-
grammed into the game. Fortunately you are
provided with maps of the streets and subways, so
you don’tneed to draw one (the reason nomapsare
offered here).

TO REGAIN YOUR MEMORY you must
track down old acquaintances and access some
word processing files you wrote and hid before
losing your memory. True to life in the Big City,
survival is a priority. You've got to sustain your
energy level by eating and sleeping, or you'll pass
out and the police will grab you. (On top of every-
thing else, you're wanted for murder!) The boun-
tiful prose ranks among the finest to grace a disk
and often spills across several screens, for it was
penned by science fiction and mystery novelist
Thomas M. Disch (who can be found hanging out
at the corner of Broome and Thompson.) With a
parser that handles complete sentences and mul-
tiple commands, Amnesia is more articulate than
most New York cabbies. It's recommended for
those whoenjoy readingasmuchaspuzzle-solving.

The Walkthrough

Instead of mapping, make a list of the
locations of restaurants and phone booths near the
Tenement area. These locations and the Tenement
are randomly determined in each new game.
When told to go to a location, use the map included
with the game to find the shortest subway route.
You can transfer to a different train at some stops
by saying “Go left/right stairs” or “tunnel.”

You will die constantly if you don’t sleep
and eat regularly. Avoid this by travelling as
directly as possible to your destination. Always
take the subway nearest the Tenement, and board
the E train to 54th Street and 5th Avenue when
going to the hotel and the computer store. Use
at least two disks for saving games, and do
so frequently.

On
your way out of the circus, you learn that someone
has kidnapped the owner's young daughter,
Chelsea. To find and rescue her will require meth-
ods more exotic than interrogating suspects and
examining evidence for fingerprints. Lion-taming,
tightrope walking, dressing up in a clown suit—
you get to do lots of things in this mystery. Accord-
ingly, most of the puzzles involve objects, not
people. (You still have to wangle information out
of afew characters.) It'sanintermediate level game
that’s approachable by dedicated novices.

THE PARSER ACCEPTS complex sen-
tences and a wide range of prepositions, adjectives,
and other parts of speech. It remains top gun in
Parser Wars, and evenall the oldest Infocom games
havebeen upgraded with the latestimprovements,
including the “oops” feature. (If the parser says it
doesn’t know a word you’ve used in a command,
you can type “oops” followed by a different word,
and the parser automatically fits it into your previ-
ous command.) This saves a lot of typing, espe-
cially for sloppy typists and poor spellers. Author
Jeff O'Neill’s prose is witty, and he devised

amusing responses to commands that the parser
understands but that don’t elicit the desired re-
sults. Infocom’s most offbeat mystery, Ballyhoo is
like a breath of fresh air in a cave full of bat guano.

And the puzzles, application of
the objects, and answers to the three goals
differ in each of the four versions—so after
solving it once, you can still play the game
three more times. The four versions range
from novice to intermediate in difficulty,
so this well-told tale by Stu Galley and Jim
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Lawrence will intrigue hard-boiled detec-
tives and neophytes alike. (See the Bally-
hoo review for notes on the Infocom
parser.)

All four versions are based on the same
map, but the solution and placement of
objects varies in each version. The main
walkthrough covers the Red version,
which is the hardest.

“Getting there is half the fun,” the saying goes—a maxim that’s equally true for adventurers seeking
enlightenment in a secluded temple or on the trail of the ubiquitous Evil Wizard. More often than not, the
journey carries you through a landscape of the imagination, a fantasy land peopled by wizards, witches,
warriors and kings; by dragons and cylops and unspeakable things of the night. From Britannia’s Fens of the
Dead to those golden beaches in the land of Varn, it is magic that keeps these worlds rolling through the
skies—magic and steel.

In these fantasy lands, the yellowed parchment scroll and four feet of razor-sharp steel are as vital
to victory as the knack of unraveling the countless riddles and conundrums posed by the inhabitants of these
realms.

You may be charged with finding The Lost Orb, slaying The Evil Wizard, or saving civilization as we
know it (or perhaps merely yourself) from Doom, Death and Destruction. While on such a quest, you may
ask yourself, is this really my broadsword? You may ask yourself, what s that Evil Wizard doing in my Dodge
pickup? You may ask yourself, will I ever finish this quest? The answers to such questions, and many more,
lie within...within the following pages.




AUTODUEL

ombining arcade action with role-playing, AutoDuel was based on a conventional role-playing

game, Car Wars. Instead of sword and magic, your character must develop Driving, Mechanic and

Marksmanship skills. At the same time, you get to design and outfit one or more cars with recoilless
rifles, lasers and other exotic weapons and battle computer-controlled foes on the road or in the Arena. The
setting is the near future, in a chaotic America overrun with bike gangs, organized crime and general chaos.
By picking up clues as you crisscross the northeast, you'll discover the passwords you need to get special
courier missions from the AADA (American AutoDuel Association). But first you must earn enough pres-
tige points to qualify for these assignments, which lead up to your main goal of: to stop a big-time criminal.
You do it by gambling, fighting arena duels, handling routine courier jobs, nailing outlaws on the road—or
switching among these choices.

COMBAT IS FAST AND FURIOUS, with an aerial view of the cars, vans, pickups and cycles. In
the AADA offices, garages, bars and other buildings in each town, you choose options from a menu. Steer-
ing and shooting are mainly joystick or mouse-controlled. Action and strategy dominate the game, and the
puzzles are fairly simple. But the variety of activities and dual nature of character development—designing
new cars while advancing your driver—makes AufoDuel (written by Lord British and Chuckles) doubly
satisfying as a role-playing game.

Saving the Game

The program erases your saved game when you
begin playing, but there’s an easy way to back itup.
Make two copies of disk B. When you’ve made
significant progress on B1, quit to save the game.
Reboot using B1, but instead of continuing with the
current driver, “activate an old one.” When asked
if you want to save the current driver, say yes and
insert B2 as the “formatted disk.” Aftersaving him,
you’'re asked for disk B. Putin B1 and hita key. It
asks for the disk with new driver; hit a key. It will
ask for disk B again; hit the key again.

If you get wiped out and don’t have a clone, reboot
using the disk you were using when you got killed
or went broke, activate old driver from the disk you
previously saved him on (B2 in this example), then
quit and repeat above steps to save him again
before continuing. And always use the first routine
to save him when you make progress. This is faster
than just copying disk B on the C-64, or if you don’t
have two drives on another system. Make another
backup of your disk with the good character before
trying this, in case you blow it the first time and
insert the wrong disk.

From Town to Town

Most routes are straightforward, so only the tricky
ones are shown in the maps. These directions will
simplify other trips. When told to go “due north,”
for example, bear in the indicated direction at or
following any forks along the way. Philadelphia to
Atlantic City: due east/west. Albany to Syracuse:
due west; to return go left and due east. Albany to
Boston: take southern route both ways. Boston to
Manchester: go leftand due north; to return, go left
and due south. Boston to Providence: go right and
due north; to return, go left and due south.

Syracuse to Buffalo: go east/west, always taking
southern route. Syracuse to Scranton: go left and
due south; to return, go right, take first left and
head due north. Scranton to Harrisburg: go south
and take first right, then due south; on return trip,
go left, take first left and go due north.

THE MISSIONS

Missions are assigned according to your prestige,
soif you’ve built up a high rating in combat or with
courier missions you can qualify for the final mis-
sion and won’t have to complete any of the inter-
mediate ones. You might also get them in a differ-
ent order: Mission Two before Mission One, for
example.

Mission One

Listen for rumors in the tdsboupo xfbqpot tipq,
where you get the word tbo. Then move on to the
Epwfs xfbqpot tipq for the word boupojp. At the
Tzsbdvtf xfbqpot tipq you'll hear the word sptf.

To intensify the
action, the program erases all your clones at this
stage, so the game is over if you get killed (unless,
of course, you backed up disk B). Don’t enter any
Bars or Truck stops enroute to the final destination,
or you may get shot.
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he Bard was author Michael Cranford’s

contribution to the genre, a character who

casts spells by singing one of six tunes. As
you seek the evil wizard Mangar, hoping to free the
town of Skara Brae from his ichor-stained grip,
you'll need all the magic you can get. Fortunately,
you can draw from three magic classes and 83
spells. Portrayed with 3-D graphics, the sixteen
mazes are full of traps, teleporters and monsters,
plus type-in-the-answer riddles to solve. Excellent
spot animation brings the monsters to life. You can
create fresh characters, or import veterans from
Ultima III or Wizardry. With its well-designed
combat and magic system, Bard’s Tale is a breeze to
play—the problem is staying alive, for this is one
killer of a role-playing game. Best-suited for
hard-core hack and slayers who love to map
mazes, Bard will keep the most experienced
adventurer busy for months.

The
Walkthrough

To find Mangar you will need the
name of the Mad God, his eye, the
Silver Square, Triangle and Cir-
cle, and the Onyx Key. Al-
though the Master Key isn’t
vital, it will save you a lot of
time when you reach
Mangar’s Tower.

Character Development
A Bard and three spellcasters
are essential. Your characters
will need to be at least 12th level
to complete the game. One way to
build them up is to slay the Samurai
on Rakhir Street. Heal seriously
wounded characters, go back and
kill him again. When all your char-
acters are up to level ten, advance
them quickly by defeating the
Berserkers at 5N, 12E, 2U in the
Castle, which nets about 60,000
experience points per character.
Summon a Red Dragon with at
least 100 hit points, put two LO
armor class fighters behind him,
and have your Spellcasters toss
MIBL spells. DRBR is also handy,
and your Bard should sing a three
or a five.

THE BARD'’S TALE

To equip the party quickly, use the dummy scam to
raise 1,000 gold. Then copy the character who's got
itto another disk, restart using the second disk,and
create a new character. Give the gold to him and
copy him to the first character disk, then have him
hand his gold to the first character, who now has
2,000. Keep doubling the gold this way until you've
got 100,000 to store safely with a character on a
back-up disk.

Spellcasters must be developed carefully to get an
ArchMage as soon as possible. Start with a Magi-
cian and have him learn three spell classes, then
switch him to a sorcerer and learn three more, then
to a wizard to rapidly acquire the game’s most
powerful spells. Have another spellcaster or
two work their way through all the spell classes
so you have a good mix of spells. If you find an
Exorwand, store it with a character on the roster
until the final maze.

The Sewers and The Mad
God'’s Temple

Go to the Scarlet Bard Inn on
Rakhir Street and order wine
to get into the Cellars. Tele-
port or walk to 4N, 3E, 2D
to find the name of the
Mad God. Then APAR

After entering, APAR 8N, 11E, 1D to
level two. Take the stairs down to (1)
on the map and walk to (2), which
teleports you to (3). At (4) you must
defeat the Witch King to obtain
the eye. (If you don’t get it, that
means you don’t have any
room in your inventory
for it. Make sure you
have at least one empty slot before
approaching the Witch King, or
going after any of the other necess-
ary items.) To exit, teleport to
the stairs: -19N, -20E, -2D.
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Harkyn’s Castle, Level One

To get the Crystal Sword (useful against the Crystal
Golem), APARON, 19E, OU. To return to the stairs,
APAR 19N, -19E, 0U. (Thereisa Spell Point Regen-
eration square at 11N, 15E.)

Harkyn'’s Castle, Level Two: The Silver Square
From (1) at the top of the stairs go to (a), then north
to (2) and around to (3), where you must answer a
riddle. The answer is vampire. Go east and you'll
be teleported to (4) for the Silver Square.

Harkyn’s Castle, Level Two: The Mad God’s
Statue

Get your party healed up before returning to the
Castle, where you'll find the Mad God by tele-
porting 1 N, -1 E, 2 up from the main entrance.
Approach the statue and kill him. You will be
teleported behind the walls of Kylarean’s Tower.

Kylarean’s Tower

Enter the tower by going south, then west into the
reddish building. Then go west from (1) to (a),
where you are teleported to (b). From (c) you are
moved to (2), a spinner at 12 N, 11 E. Go to the
Magic Mouth at (d). Answer tupof hpmfn, and
you will be teleported to (3). Go to the Magic
Mouth at (4) and answer tjojtufs, then follow the
trail to (5). Here (20N, 2 E), you will find the Silver
Triangle.

Backtrack and go to (6) to defeat the Crystal Golem,
then go through the south door to (e) and over to (f).
Move south through the winding hall to 2 N, 21 E
and go west at the door (g). (If you enter the south
door you’ll be lost forever!) Go to (7), which
teleports you to (8), then stroll up to (9) and meet
Kylarean to get the pozy Ifz. One step north
returns you to the stairs leading out of the Tower.

To Mangar’s Tower

Before continuing, you'll need one or two Wizards
who know level five spells to deal with the demons.
Death Strike is also useful, and take an Exorwand
if you have one stored away. Enter the cellars and
APAR 16N, 17E, 3D. Take the stairs that go “a long
way up.” You will emerge outside Mangar’s
Tower. Enter the center building. You'll be booted
outif youdon’thave Kylarean’s onyx key. The first
two or three levels of Mangar’s Tower should be
completed in one session. Take at least 50,000 gold
with you.

Mangar’s Tower, Level One

There is nothing of any value on this level, which is
full of traps. Teleportonelevel up: APAR 15N, 4E,
1U.

Mangar’s Tower, Level Two

At this spot you can obtain the Silver Circle by
answering the riddle: circle. Now APAR to -15N,
-4E, 1U to the third level. (There is a Spell Point
Regeneration square at 11N, 15E).

Mangar’s Tower, Level Three

This one holds eight vital objects: the seven words
of the Mad One and the Master Key. (The Master
Key allows you to go through the locked gates of
Kylarean’s Tower and Mangar’s Tower so you no
longer have to go through the Sewers to reach
Mangar’s Tower). To get the master key, APAR
12N, 19E, 0U. Give 50,000 gold to the old man for
the nbtufs 1fx.

Now APAR -8N, -9E, 0U. Here you must type in
the seven words of Mangar—mijf xjui gbttjpo boe
cf gpsfwfs ebnofe—one at a time, hitting return
after each word. This opens the secret stairs, which
are found by teleporting to 5N, -7E, OU. Take the
stairs up. You may need to leave the Tower before
proceeding to the level four. To return to this
location from the main entrance: (a) APAR 4N,
10E, 2U (b) typein the seven words (c) APARto 5N,
-7E, OU. (d) take the stairs up.

Mangar’s Tower, Level Four

From (1) open the coffin at (2) and kill the Vampire
Lord. Then go to the first Spinner. Spin till you face
the east wall, then follow the corridor until you are
teleported to position (3). Go north till you hit
another Spinner. Spin till you see the west wall in
the immediate distance, then move to (a) and kill
the Red Dragons. Go north and get teleported to
(4). Move to (5) and go east once. (When you do,
all the doors turn into walls and the walls into
doors!) You’ll be teleported to (6). Go east once,
west twiceand you'll be teleported to (7)at 14 N, 12
E. Now go to (8) and cast LEVI. Type “E” to go up
through the portal to level five. If you get lost, the
portalisat 0N, 0 E, 3 up. Watch the ceiling for it.

Mangar’s Tower, Level Five

From (1) go to (a) and you’ll be teleported to (2).
After defeating the Storm Giants enroute to (3), one
of your characters will be possessed. You can save
him with an Exorwand, or kill and then resurrect
him. Go to (3), where you are moved to (4). Head
for the pool at (5) and dive in to reach (6). Go north
until you encounter Spectres. Run from them if
you can and continue north. (You can’t pass 15N,
10 E without the triangle, square and circle). You
will find Mangar at (6). Use Death Strike on him.
After he’s dead you can get the Death Snare by
moving north to (7). Toexit, APAR-20N, -10E, -4U.
Save your characters for the sequel.
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BARD'S TALE 11
The Destiny Knight

Michael Cranford’s sequel pits you against another
Evil Wizard, Lagoth Zanta, employing the same
interface and graphic display as the original game.
Before confronting him you must round up seven segments of
a magical scepter called the Destiny Wand. A piece is hidden
in one of the “Death Snare Puzzle Rooms” found in each of
seven dungeons. Unless you solve the puzzle within a time
limit, your entire party gets killed. Some puzzles involve
typing in passwords learned in other areas of a maze, while
others require you to follow specific patterns while traversing
a dungeon. Few can be solved by pure logic alone.

THE GAME TAKES PLACE in a world larger than
its predecessor, with six towns, 25 dungeon levels and an out-
doors wilderness area to explore. Mapping is a major part of
gameplay. A new combat system now features ranged com-
bat, so you'll need long-range weapons or magic to hit foes up
to 90 feet away. This offers tactical challenges not present in
the original game. There are also lots of new spells and Bard
songs, plus a variety of fresh monsters and a special character
class, the ArchMage. Characters from Bard’s Tale can be
transferred in, as well as those from Ultima III and Wizardry
(Apple version only), and a starter maze is available for
training fresh ones.

The Walkthrough

Character Development

You’ll definitely need a Bard, and must develop an ArchMage
or two as soon as possible. If creating a fresh team, use a Bard,
two gnome or human spellcasters, and the rest dwarf or
human Paladins. (This combo is especially potent later in the
game; if already involved, use the rename option described
below to duplicate the good characters). To develop a team
quickly, complete the Starter Maze for 400,000 experience
points. You can also earn lots of points by killing Mar Mages,
often found in Dargoth’s Tower.

If using a Bard’s Tale team that has a Spectre Snare, duplicate
this powerful weapon and give it to any fighter but a Monk.
Do this by copying the character disk and changing the names
of characters you want to duplicate, then saving them to the
copy of the disk. Load them back, swap character disks and
load the ones with their original names back. (To duplicatean
Archmage from Bard I, transfer him with the update option
and rename him, then repeat the process). When down to a
few arrows, sell them to Garth and buy a full set of ten. Magic
items running low on charges will be recharged if sold and
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rebought. To amass a fortune, go to the bank and
deposit all gold. Withdraw it, but before entering
an account number, insert another character disk.
After completing the transaction, put the original
disk back in, withdraw the account and deposit it.
Thisdoubles your gold. Witha spare character and
all this gold, you never have to worry about your
party getting slaughtered.

Magic and Combat

If your team is strong enough to disbelieve illu-
sions, advance on spellcasters and slay them with
fighters, saving spell points for other foes. Equip
spellcasters with mage staves to replenish spell
points whilein amaze. A conjurestaff cuts the cost
of spellcasting in half. Aram’s Knifeand the Sword
of Zar are great ranged weapons. The zzgo spell
will teleport you into any dungeon. In combat it
heals the party, boosts armor and hit probability,
and casts Mangar’s Mallet.

Before We Begin

Stay in Tangramayne until you have at least a
seventh level magic user. You'll need the APAR
spell for the rest of this solution. When referred to
a map, look for an “x” as your starting position in
the maze. With the C-64 version, always back up
the character disk before entering Garth’s, for
read/write errors may sometimes freeze the pro-
gram. After finding a valuable item, always exit
the dungeon and save, then duplicate the character
who has it.

The Dark Domain

To win the 400,000 point bonus, your team must be
less than level 13 and magic users cannot have
changed class already. And do not cast a safety or
APAR spell on the way out (after rescuing the
Princess).

Level Two: Follow the map to (1), watching out for
the spinner at 7N, 2E. At (1), ask the winged
creature to join you. Then backtrack to the portal at
(2). Cast LEVI and descend.

Level Three: Go west to (1) and you'll be teleported
to a spinner at(2). When you can see part of a door,
advance and follow the map back to (1) and on to
(3), then around to (4). Answer nbohbs. Then go
to (5) and head south to (6) and say pass. Go west
to the stairs.

Level Four: Follow the map to (1), which ports you
to (2). Then go north and cross the bridge with the
winged creature’s assistance. At the double doors,
stand in front of the right one and have your Bard

sing #7. Go north to fight the Dark Lord at (4), then
east to rescue the Princess at (5). (Drop the Winged
Creature if you don’t have room for her). Go one to
(6) and get teleported to (7). Follow the map and
walk, do not APAR, out of the dungeon, once you
have the Princess. Then head for the Review Board.

The Tombs

Here you may have up to six party members.
You'll need 50,000 gold (100,000 in the early C-64
version). To reach the Tombs, exit the Ephesus
Guild and go 3-S, 2-E, 6-S and 4-W. Then 2-N, 2-E,
and enter the temple.

Level One: Teleport to 20N, 19E, 0D. (You get
teleported down a level).

Level Two: Go 1-N and 17-W (to door). Go 1-Sand
2-W. Go south through the door, 1-E and 2-S.
You'll be ona spinner. Hit the space bar till you see
a door straight ahead, advance three, then go 17-E
(to wall) and 1-S. Go 10-W and buy the key at 10N
8E. Go 10-E (to wall), 1-N, 16-W and 1-N. Then 5-
E and 1-N. Go 2-E and 1-N, then 1-E, 1-N, 1-E, 1-N
and 1- W and take the stairs down.

Level Three: Go 2-S,9-W, 6-S (to wall). Recast light
spell and go west to the wall. Go south to a wall,
then east through the door. Turn right and ad-
vance, turn right and go west through the door.
Take doors in west walls of this and next six rooms,
stopping at 2N, 16E. Turn right and take north
door, then follow winding hall to door at 4N, 21E.
Go through the door and get teleported into the
first Snare of Death.

Snare of Death: From 10N, 3E, go one space, read
message and turn left. Go to the room at the end of
the hall, where three alcoves are found. (Watch out
for the spinner in the room’s center). In the left one
(11N, 10E) is an pme xbssjps. Ask him to kpjo and
put him at the ifbe of the party. Get everyone to
esjol from the gpjtpofe gpvoubjo in the njeemf
bmdpwf (9N, 12E). Then fight the upyjd pofin the
other alcove (7N, 10E). After victory, heal your
party as soon as possible. Check everyone’sinven-
tory for the upsdi; give it to the pme xbssjps. Turn
around and, hugging the left wall, return to 10N,
3E. After the message, you’llbeat9N, 3E. Go seven
steps down the hall and turn left. Advance once,
turn left and advance again to 10N, 8E. Get the
scepter segment and teleport-10N, -8E, -2U. Go up
stairs and exit.

Fanskar’s Fortress

This is in the wilderness southwest of Colosse, 26N
and 17E of the Sage’s Hut. Go upstairsand 14-N (to
a wall). Turn right and go four spaces. Turn left
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and go one space, then left and go one. Recast all
spells. Go 3-W, 6-N, 4-E, 1-S and 2-W to 20N, 2E.
Go 4-S, 2-E, 1-N to 17N, 4E, which teleports you to
17N, 7E. Go 1-5,2-W. Move once each: N, E, N, E.
Go 3-N. Move 1-E and 5-S to 16N, 8E and go east
through the door. Next move 1-N and 3-E. Go 1-
S, 1-E and 1-S.

Now move 4-E, and 6-N. Go 1-E and 6-S, then 3-E
and 2-N. Go 2-W and 4-N. Move 1-E and kill
Fanskar at 21N, 20E. Go 1-E and get teleported into
the Snare of Death. Turnleft and go one space, turn
rightand go a space. You're ona spinner facing the
left door, so hit the space bar till you see a door right
in front of you, then enter the door and get tele-
ported to 5N, 13E. Turn till you see a door, then
advance three times and grab the segment. To exit,
advance again, turn right and go four spaces. Turn
left and go nine spaces to the OE hall, then south to
the stairs at ON, OE.

Dargoth’s Tower
This is in Phillipi. Exit the Guild, go 3-E, 3-N, 3-E,
3-S and enter the Tower.

Level One: Go 8-N and 16-E to 8N, 16E. Go 3-5, 2-
W, 2-N, 2-W and 3-S to 4N, 12E and get teleported
to 17N, 21E. Turnaround and go north to stairs up.

Level Two: Go west to a wall, 1-S and 12-W. Then
5-Sto 12N, 4E and go 1-E, 1-N, 2-E, 2-N, 1-W, 1-N,
3-E, 4-S,1-W, 1-§, 3-E, 1-S, 1-E, 2-S, 1-E, 3-N, 2-E, 3-
N, 1-W, 1-S, 1-W to 13N, 12E. Examine and defeat
the seven statues to pass the Battletest. APAR -
13N, -13E, -1D to themain exit. Teleport6N, 2E, 2U.

Level Three: Type these words, one by one, each
followed by the return key: fbsui, dpngbttfe,
gpvoubjo. Go 1-E and 1-N, then 1-W and 2-N to
9N, 2E. Cast levitate to go up.

Level Four: Follow the map to (1) at 12N, 11E. The
next room is full of spinners, so use the map and
SCSI to getback on the trail if you step off this route:
4-E,2-N and 2-E. Go 3-N, 1-Eand 1-N to 17N, 18E.
Go 1-N and you're on a spinner at 18N, 18E. Cast
SOSI or an equivalent and hit space bar until a
message says stairs are near; then hit return and
take stairs up.

Level Five: Go 2-S,2-E and 1-S, then west to a wall
and north to the corner at 21N, 14E and recast
spells. Then go 11-W to 21N, 3E and move 3-S, 1-
E, 1-S, 1-W, 1-5, 3-E. Then 3-S, 1-W, 1-S. (Before
proceeding, make sure each member has room for
one item). Now go 4-E to 12N, 9E. Type these
wordsin this sequence, each followed by the return
key: xbufs, mjft, tmbwf, hpme, ibuf, spptufs,

mbshf, fbsmz, cbse, xpnfo. You’ll be teleported to
5N, 20E in the Snare.

Snare of Death: Lots of spinners here. Turn right
and advance one space south through the door.
Using the map to get your bearings, go 1-S and 2-E
through the door in the opposite (southeast) corner
to (1), the room where you hear laughter. Follow
the map to (2). Type ibwpl and hit return. You'll
be teleported to (3). Turnso you can seea door and
move one space. Then turn to see a door again and
go two spaces, back into the first room you entered.
Turn right, move a space, turn left and go a space.
This room also has spinners, and again you must
reach the door (4) in the opposite corner. (Make
sure you have room for at least one item before
proceeding). Go through it and you’ll find the
segment at (5). Teleport to -5N, -17E, -4U. Take the
stairs down.

Maze of Dread

Besides a wand segment, this maze also contains
the Sword of Zar, a powerful weapon that always
returns after you throw it. (To get it, you must
have passed the Battletest in Dargoth’s Tower).
Exit Thessalonica’s Guild and go 3-N, 3-E, 3-N and
1-W. Type esfbe, advance and take the stairs.

Levels One and Two: Make sure a character has
room for anitem, then teleport to 15N, 10E, 1U. Say
efs to get the sword. Teleport-14N, 11E and 0D to
the elevator at 1N, 21E and press three.

Level Three: When you appear in the elevator
again, press E and go 9-W to (1) at IN, 11E, then
follow the mapto (2) at 8N, 21E. Go4-W to 8N, 17E
and get teleported into the Snare Room.

Snare of Death

You're at 16N, 4E (3). Turn right (north) and go to
(4)at 17N, 7E. Answer endurable. Go to (5) at 19N,
7E, which teleports you to 19N, 10E. Make sure a
character has room for an item, then turn right and
get scepter. Teleport -19N, -10E, -2D to exit.

Oscon’s Fortress

With more than four characters in the party you
can’t solve this dungeon. Take two fighters and
two spellcasters. Build them up first so they can
run from fights. You'll also need an item of
Kazdek, obtained by saying lbaefl to the stone man
in the hut north of Thessalonica and east of Phillipi.
Then go to Dpsjoui and exit the Guild, go 2-W and
8-N. Then 7-E, 3-N and enter the building.

Level One: Go 2-N and read message. Then 5-N
and teleport ON, 3E, OD. Type these words: gjsf,
Isjmm, tjmfodf following each with a carriage
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return. Then teleport 11N, -3E, 0D to 18N, 11E. Go
1-S,1-W, 2-Sto 15N, 10E and teleport-3N, OE, 0D to
12N, 10E. Take the stairs up.

Level Two: Recast all spells and go north quickly
through the passage. When you reach Oscon’s
Mirror Room, go 1-N, 1-E and 2-N. Fight Fred and
go 1-N. From here move 2-E and 1-N. Turn right
and go a space to 5N, 14E, turn left and go 7-N.
Recast all spells and go 2-N. Then 2-W and 2-N.
From here, go 2-E, 3-N, 1-W, 1-N and 1-E. Now go
1-N and 5-E. Go 1-5, 1-E, 1-N. Go 1-E and then
south to 20N, 21E. Say efswbl and fight the Last
Destroyer. Then go 1-N, 1-W, 1-S, 1-W, 1-N and 5-
W, then 1-S. Go 1-W, 1-S, 1-E and 3-S. Go 2-W and
2-S. Go 2-E, 3-S, turn right and go 5-W. Turn right
againand go 7-N to 18N, 9E. Turn leftand go 6-W.
Turnrightand go three, then leftand go three to the
stairs at 21N, OE. Go up stairs.

Level Three: Go 7-S, then forward as fast as pos-
sible through this passage. Don’t turn around or
you'll die. Exit the door at the hall’s end and you'll
be safe. Head east until you hit a spinner at ON, 3E.
Press the space bar until you see a wall on the right-
hand side. Now hit return and advance to ON, 10E.
Turn left and go 2-N. Turn right and 1-E. Recast
spells and go 1-5, 2-E to another spinner at 1N, 13E.
You want to go through the east door in the north
part of the room, so use SCSI to work your way
there. Then go 1-E through the door, 3-S and 2-W
toON, 12E. Go 1-S, 6-W and 2-S to the portal at 19N,
6E. Cast LEVI and go up.

Level Four: There are two spinnersin each hallway
here. Cast SCSI each time you get off a spinner to
see which way you're headed. If facing the direc-
tion stated below, you're on-course. Go west
through the hall to arrive at 19N, 0OE. Go 1-S and
east to the door. After reaching the door, go 10-S
and 7-W to 8N, 13E, then recast a light spell. Go 1-
N, 4-W, 1-Sand 1-W. Move 1-N and 2-W. Go 1-N
through the door. In the middle of this passage is
another spinner at 10N, 8E. Step on it and hit the
space bar until you're not facing a wall, then go two
spaces. If you were facing the right way, you'll
wind up in the Snare. If not, return to the spinner
and try again.

Snare of Death: Turn right (south) to face the door,
then go three spaces to 11N, 11E. Say spdl. Turn
around and go one space. Turn right and go two,
then turnleftand go two. Turnrightand go a space
to 14N, 14E. Say tdjttps. From here, turn around
and go a space, then turn right and go two spaces.
Turn left and go four. Turn left and go two spaces.
Turn right and go one to 14N, 8E. Say gbgfs.
Do a ofx psefs and Fut spdl gjstu, qbqfs tfdpoe,
and tdjttps uijse, followed by the sftu of the

gbsuz. Turn around and go a space, then turn left
and go two. Turn right and go two spaces, then
turn left and go one to 17N, 11E. Turn around and
g0 a space, then turn left and go two. Turn right
and go four spaces. Turn right and go two. Turn
left and go two to get the segment at 10N, 11E. Go
a space and teleport -9N, -11E, -3D. Exit the tower.
Before removing spdl, tdjttps and qbqfs from the
qbsuz, get their treasure and the segment if one of
them has it.

The Grey Crypt

This is completely anti-magic, but you can cast
SCSI. Take a Bard who can sing many songs. To
reach the Crypt, return to Tangramyne’s Guild and
exit, then leave the city and go 4-N, 6-E, 1-N, 1-E, 1-
N, 1-E, 3-N, 2-W and 1-5 to 31N, 8E of Sage’s Hut.
Answer grey.

Level One: Play Bard Song #7 to reveal secret
doors, and replay it when it fades. It's very easy to
get lost in here, so refer to the maps and go to (1) at
4N, 20E. Turnright and go 5-E, then left and go one
to (2) at 5N, 3E. You'll be teleported to (3) 13N, 3E.

Follow the map to (4), the door at 6N, 14E, and go
north through it. Then take the path east to (5) at
15N, 21E, which teleports you to (6). Follow the
map to (7), through the long halls and a series of
doors, and answer wize one. Now go back to (2)
through the south door at 7N, 14E and get ported to
(3) again. Return to the door at (4) and go west this
time, heading for the stairs at (*), 18N, OE.

Level Two: Follow the map to V at 5N, 1E, where
you must fight the Vampire Dragon. (Use Sword of
Zar or other special weapon). Then turn leftand go
one, turn right and go one to 6N, OE, which tele-
ports you into the Snare.

Snare of Death: This is a calculated sequence, the
only way to solve this puzzle. First you must
destroy a spinner. You won’t immediately be told
you're in the Snare, so turn right. Go one space,
turn around and go seven spaces to ON, 12E. (By
going here you just eliminated a spinner found in
a critical area of the Snare). Consult the map. Find
the Grey Mage (g) and Blue Mage (b) and: Go to the
Grey Mage, then to (A). Go to the Blue Mage, then
to (B). Go to the Grey Mage, then to (C). Go to the
Blue Mage, then to (D). Do this a total of three times
to complete the Snare.

Take the stairs to Level Two and follow the map
back to (5) and over to (7) again. This time answer
death sword. Turn around and go to (1), then
backtrack to ON, OE and exit.
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The Destiny Stone

To reach this dungeon, go to Colosse and exit the Guild. Go4-E, 2-N, 1-W, 2-N, 1-E, 2-N, 5-W,
1-N, 2-W, 1-S and west until you meet a strange mage. Say gsffaf and hit return, then qmfbtf
and hit return. Enter the Stone. Maps are included for the first and third levels.

Level One: Follow the map to 14N, 7E and heal your team. Then on to (a) at 20N, 6E, which
teleports you to (b). Follow the hall to (c) at 16N, 8E and say near to the mage. You're teleported
to (d), at 13N, 8E. Follow map to (e), watching for spinners as you go. Take stairs up.

Level Two: You start at 3N, 17E, facing west in a small room. (Don’t leave the room, for the
doors are all one-way). Turn right and go a space. Turn right and go a space to 4N, 18E and
fight the knight. Leave the statue, turn right and go one to 3N, 17E. Turn left and go one to
get teleported to level three. (If you accidentally exit the room, you can return by way of four
other rooms that are connected with one-way teleports. Go to 2N, 21E and go south into the
room, then to 1N, 19E to get ported to the nextroom. Walk around in there and you'll get ported
to the third room, where a teleport at 21N, OE sends you to the final room. A teleport at 20N,
19E leads to the original room, right on the square that teleports you to level three—if you've
already slain the knight statue).

Level Three: Follow the map from your starting point (x) at 3N, 18E to the (*) at 16N, 19E, which
ports you to (1) in the Snare.

The Snare of Death: Follow the maps to get through this one, which requires treading a dif-
ferent path through the maze seven times. (Use Bard Song 7 for light). Your original position
in the Snare is 4N, 9E, marked by a boldfaced one. First trip: Follow the trail to (a) and answer
tibz. This is wrong, but ports you to (b), where you go to the spinner at 10N, 9E. Be sure you
have room for a new party member, then go 1-W to (c) and answer afo nbtufs. Put the afo
nbtufs at the ifbe of the gbsuz and go east to (d), which ports you to (e), then over to (f) and
answer hbmf. Give the sjoh you receive to the afo nbtufs. Now go to (g), at 7N, 18E, the
starting point for each trip through the maze. Follow the dotted line on map one of the Snare
(shown in the map of Level Three), which takes you to (i). This ports you back to 4N, 9E to start
over. (You may find it easier, from (g), to follow the first set of arrows on the last page of the
game manual).

Second Trip: Look for the boldfaced two as your starting point on the next map, or if using
arrows from manual. (Note that the letters in the maze represent different locations this time).
First go to (a) and get ported to (b), then walk to (c) for a clue. Turn around and walk to (d) and
get ported to (e). Now go to (f) but this time say tupsn gjtut. You'll get ported to (g). Walk
to (h) and follow the maze map or next set of arrows from the manual back to (i), which ports
you to your original position at 4N, 9E.

Third-Sixth Trips: After completing each trip through the maze, move on to the next map,
using the boldfaced numbers as a guide. Follow this route: (a), where you say tupsn gjtut, (b)
and (c). Then follow the next map or set of arrows through the maze to (d), which ports you
to 4N, 9E so you can start over.

Seventh Trip: Follow the a-b-c-d route, but this time you'll be teleported from d) to (e), where
you answer bslbtu. Enter the north door to obtain the segment at (f).

Lagoth Zanta

Give all the segments to an Archmage and go to the ufngmf of obso, located just to the
tpvuifbtu of Dpsjoui. Have the one with the segments approach the altar to become the
Destiny Knight. Make sure your team is fully stocked with armor, weapons, staves and the
like, then drop in on the Tbhf’t ivu. There you’ll meet Lagoth Zanta. In the battle, have one
spellcaster use the Scepter or cast Mangar’s Mallet. The other should cast Heal each round to
make sure everyone survives.
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Destiny

.E:v games have combined role-playing combat with logical puzzles as successfully
as this trip to the land of Adventura, where you strive to become King by slaying an army
of orcs and a ferocious dragon. A menu-based store sells weapons and armor, though the
best ones can only be bought with gems obtained by solving puzzles. Although created with
Polarware’s (alias Penguin) Graphics Magician, pictures of locations and monsters are not
quite as well-drawn as in most games using that software, and the sound effects are skimpy.
But the interface is a joy!

You choose from two lists of verbs, then click on an item in the picture or listed in
your inventory. Unlike verbs in the Interplay system, which is similar, these are all useful
and no typing is ever required—making this a true “lean back in the chair and play”
adventure. In combat you punch an onscreen button to attack, bribe or try to flee. Sounds
easy, but surviving long enough to solve the puzzles is difficult because there is no true save
feature. You can save the game for later play, but you can’t back up the disk in case of
imminent death — the game is deleted when you restore it. The program has been known
to lock up occasionally, which also wipes out any progress you’ve made. That means you'll
be playing this one for a long time before finding your Destiny.

The Walkthrough

Buy a dagger and leather armor first, then a steel shield, steel armor and finally fireproof
shield and armor. Then buy the pick hammer, spikes,and rope,and fight till you have 100
gold. In the early stages, run from monsters with less than 50% damage. Save up at least 100
gold to use for bribes before entering Orc City.

or a real change of pace, saddle up and ride off into the sunset in this graphic
adventure, which casts you as an ex-Texas Ranger in the Wild West. Your pal, James
Badland, is locked up in a Mexican jail and will hang if you don’t get there in time to save
him. Some of the puzzles arrive in the form of the Dalton Brothers, who turn up one by one
throughout your travels. Graphics are fast and well-drawn, and there are lots of places to
explore: a mining town, an Indian village and an Army fort, among others. There is even
a bit of spot animation in some scenes.

The parser only accepts two-word commands and no multiple commands. You can
use a joystick to choose from onscreen word lists, but too often the words you need justaren’t
there. Vocabulary is also limited. Because the puzzles are all object-oriented and of novice
level difficulty, this game is well-suited for beginners. You rarely have to worry about
finding concealed objects, for in most cases the program alerts you to the presence of a
takeable item as soon as you enter a new location.

Meanwhile you discover another goal
to accomplish when you get home. Thisis
the first game in the series to incorporate
elaborate magic spells that help to solve
many of the subtly interlocked puzzles.
You can teleport around to save time, and
the auto-mapping feature is convenient.
There are a few joystick-oriented se-
quences, mainly walking along narrow
mountains paths. The one-of-a-kind
graphics and animation scheme (de-
scribed in the Space Quest review, with
other technical comments) provides a
solid structure for some inventive visuals
and an unusual two-stage story.

but to seek the secret of the Inner Sanctum. While leading a six-character team you get a first-
person view of the colorful towns and dungeons depicted in some of the 55 mazes that comprise
this world. Other mazes represent castles, caves, icy wastelands, forests and even sandy
beaches, a first for such a game. The magic system offers a wide array of clerical and sorcerers’ spells
that are cast by typing a number for the spell’s level and
another for the spell. Combat includes bows and a control-
key option for fast-forwarding through a battle in seconds.

Graphics don’t use spot animation, but are original and
crisply drawn.

While most games award experience points only
for successful combat, this one also bestows themon you for
fulfilling countless mini-quests. Along with find-and-
return-the-orb puzzles, there are type-in-the-answer
riddles and other interesting obstacles to overcome. Clues
and items needed to solve a particular puzzle are often
conveniently concealed in several locations. (And map-
ping, though necessary, is made easy by a grid system and
corresponding magic spell.) The smooth keyboard inter-
face, variety of monsters and magical items, elegant illus-
trations and specials add up to a compelling two-disk
adventure. .

The Orb of Celestial Harmony

n this one-character game by Greg Malone

you are a disciple of Moebius, a martial

arts and Zen master. His mystic orb has
been stolen by Kaimen, a renegade disciple, trig-
gering earthquakes and other disasters that devas-
tate the land. Your quest for the Orb takes you
through the Realms of Earth, Water, Air and Fire.
In each you must slay the evil Monks who have
taken over the Shrines of Moebius, then free the
Priests and liberate the temple. By doing so you
will acquire magical prayers and artifacts that
compose a charming magic system with uniquely
Oriental overtones. Combat is also distinctive, the
most effectively animated battles yet seen ina role-
playing game. You can choose from an array of
twelve moves, six each for karate and sword-fight-
ing while battling one foe at a time, and the three-
inch high characters are fluidly animated.

DEALING JUSTLY with the good citi-
zens of Khantun is as important as dealing death to
the bad ones, otherwise you’ll miss useful clues
and other help. The main map reveals buildings of
stone amid thick bamboo forests, and there’s nary
a single maze to map. In fact, a clever auto-map-
ping feature displays a variety of maps of the
current Realm. The keyboard interface makes it a
challenge for non-arcade gamers to master the
basics of this game system, but Moebius is worth
the extra effort. It’s one of those rare role-playing
games that, though the goal involves a mystic Orb
and an evil wizard, is completely original in design
and implementation.

The Walkthrough

General Tips

Search all the doors, chests and vials, which are
easy to find and therefore not indicated on the
maps. Location of the chests and vials is the same
in every game, but their contents vary. Save the
game before opening them, so you can restart and
try again; often the contents will be different next
time. Always close the door behind you after
entering or leaving a room. Guards will steal from
you, and you must chase them down and defeat
them to regain your goods. If the door is shut, the
guard can’t leave and you won’t have to chase him
all over the castle. Your character may vanish
beneath the water when swimming, but you can
keep track of his location by sticking a piece of tape

or a write protection tab over him before entering
the water.

Collect lots of magical components (especially
panda hair and beetle pincers, at least six of each)
before moving on. Have a sword equipped and
you’ll usually get them from the animal. And don’t
be hasty in going to the next Realm. They get
progressively tougher, so hang around the first
Three until you've been promoted six times in
each. The only Overlord that must be defeated is
Kamien in the Fire Realm, but you should get the
one in the Earth Realm just for the extra points and
the sword. If you’re down to one or no extra lives,
you may want go ahead and liberate a Shrine
immediately after slaying the Monk, which earns
you another life.

Combat Tips

When using an unblessed sword you have a slim
chance against assassins. Sword-fighting againsta
guard is a little easier. As the guard approaches,
wait until he is just in front of you, then use low
swings to hit his legs. After striking him, immedi-
atly doan ‘O’ or an I’ to deliver a blow to his head.
Then use a ‘K’ or ‘L’ for a mid-level swing to his
arms. Bare-handed combat is more reliable against
all foes, so practice it more in the early stages.

The low kick is extremely effective and, unless you
just like sword-fighting, should be your main
weapon against everyone but Monks. The trick is
to move into the center and wait for the foe to
advance, thenkickashe movesin. Assassinscanbe
defeated with punches to the face when they are
almost on you—low kicks are also good. If you
miss, hit the “A” key to back out of range. Keep one
finger on that key, another on the X’ to move
forward. If you're about to lose a fight, hit the
return key to “break and run.” When prompted to
make your break, restart from your last save.

Evil monks should stunned with fireballs before
using long strides to overlap the foe and plant
middle and high kicks to the face. You can also
paralyze a Monk before the battle begins, then kill
him with a single hammer blow. This is handy
when they attack in groups, especially in the Fire
Realm. If you've got a lot of Mind Elixirs, turn
invisible and you can kill most of the Monks in this
Realm in one sustained assault with the hammer.
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Earth Realm

A good strategy is to head for the Cistern (C1 on the
map), refill your waterskin and clear a path due
east to the Palace steps. Enter and confront the
Overlord by moving north into the Palace Court.
(If you can’t find him, listen for the person issuing
commands). Next get the Priest at (P1) to follow
you. Exit through the northwest door, then go
south into the pool and south again when you
surface outside the Palace. Head back to the Cis-
tern to get refilled on water and recharge your body
and mental energy. Now go to Shrine (S1), have the
Priest wait outside, and save the game. Enter,
defeat the Evil Monk, and lead the Priest inside to
liberate the Shrine.

Now get the Priest (P2) to follow you to (a) on the
map and tell him to stay. Equip your sword and
move southeast twice to (b), then use the sword to
clear a path east or northeast. Return for the Priest,
retrace your path and head down the east side to
Shrine (S2). Defeat the Monk and install the Priest.
You may then want to return to the forest west of
(C1) to hunt for panda fur.

Make sure you've got a ibnnfs, obtained by defeat-
ing a guard. Go to (w), where you can see the
island, then swim west two or three times to land at
(x) on the shore. Move southeast to (y) on the
southernmost point of the island’s exterior, then
south one into the water. A swift current flows
here, so quickly move west four times, northwest
once, and north twice to arrive at the island’s
entrance. Iju the wall with the ibnnfs and you're
in. The Astral Gate to the next realm is marked (G)
on themap, butdon’tleave until your character has
reached level ten, has a full supply of food and
water, and is in good health.

Water Realm

From the west side of (A), swim north to the Palace
island. (If the current takes you elsewhere, restart
and try again). Follow the path northeast to the
Tower (T1), then take the path west and southwest
to the Palace steps. Go up Palace steps to the doors.
If you need water, take the northwestdoor, go west
and south to (w). Go through the northeastdoor to
(d) and enter the well: You'll be transported to the
Shrine (S1). Defeat the Monk, go south. Follow the
path west to the water on the south, swim south
and then east to the Palace island.

Go along the south shore, then north to Tower (T1).
Head past it, then northwest along the shore, swim
north to the island and follow the path to Tower
(T2), where the astrologer will give you some gjti
tdbmft. Go to the southwest corner of the island
and swim tpvui to the Palace island.

Enter the Palace’s northwest door, follow the corri-
dors to (B) and slay the Overlord. (You must have
a shovel before this phase, so attack guards until
you getone). Get the Priest at (P1) and lead him to
the small well at (e). Make sure he’s in the room
when you enter the well. You'll both be trans-
ported to island (X). (There’s a water hole south-
east if you need it). Move north out of the waterand
around to the island’s northwest corner. Swim to
the north beach, go to the west side, then north to
the area south of Cistern (C1). Go north to the
Cistern. You must chop through trees south of the
Cistern building going east. When you reach a
path, follow it to Shrine (S1) and liberate it. Swim
back to island (X). Go to the northwest corner and
swim west to the island with the Gate.

Move south down the west shore as far as possible.
Waterwalk down the river to Shrine (S2). Before
entering, hfu a tpjm tbngmf from either side of the
fousbodf. Defeat the Monk, exit, follow the river
back north, then go east to the Palace island. Get
Priest (P2). While standing together on tbnf tqpu,
jowplf the ufmfqpsu spell. You will arrive at the
entrance to (52). Mjcfsbuf it. Go to the Gate (G).

Air Realm

The Demon and the Condor cannot be defeated, so
avoid them. Obtaining the Minstrel’s Were-charm
is tricky. The easiest way is to save the game when
you hear him play his eerie tune, then cast
gbsbmzaf and find him. Vtf the bnvmfu cfgpsf
you move onto his square. When you're there,
tupq nbhjd.

From (A), waterwalk south on the river until you
seea Tower to the south, then go west to the Cistern
(C1). Go north at the opening for water and re-
charging. Exit, go east to shore and follow the path
east to the Tower (T) and get the Amulet. Cross to
the river’s west shore and waterwalk or walk/
chop your way north upstream to the path west of
the skeleton (K). Follow it west and southwest to
the Palace.

Enter the Palace, avoiding the lake. Go northwest
around lake and through the halls to the west door
(D). Exit (you may need to use the hammer). Take
the south path heading southeast, south, east,
southwest and southeast to Shrine (51) and defeat
the Monk. Get a soil sample outside the door.
Return to the Palace for the Priest (P1). Teleport to
(S1). Go southeast through the mountains, then
east until you reach the skeletons. There’s a small
building to the northwest. Go along the soil to (N),
northeast of the building, at night to catch the
Condor. Continue due east to Shrine (S2) in
northeast corner. Get soil sample. Defeat Monk.




Return to Palace and get Priest (P2). Teleport and liberate Shrine. Head to Cistern (C2). Follow path north
of Cistern to skeleton by air. Hit the skeleton and move to that square, then use xfsfdibsn to dibohf to a
dpoeps and gmz opsuifbtu to the Gate.

Fire Realm

Beware the Floating Skull—it can only be defeated with fireballs. Alsoavoid the flames. From (A), waterwalk
southeast to the island and use the Spirit spell to pass through the wall into the complex. Water is available
at (w). Go southwest and enter hall going east to Shrines (51) and (S2). Defeat Monks in each. Go to (X) and
swim to the statue (R), then on to the Priest Island (P). A good route from the southeast corner of the main
island is: one southeast, one northeast, nine east and five northeast to (R). Then one east, one northeast, one
north, five northeast, three east, three northeast and three north to (P). Save the game when you get there.

Have a Priest follow you and swim back to the statue. You may have to repeat this several—even 10-20
times—because the Priests have a tendency to drown. If this happens repeatedly, let him rest a few turns to
restore his body points. When you finally reach (R), save again, then swim for the main island. Liberate one
Shrine, then repeat these steps for the other. You'll get gold gloves from the final Priest. Go to the second
east-west path, where the Orb (O) is guarded by Kamien and his Monks. Defeat him and use the hpme
hmpwft to get Orb. Go south to the Gate, and you're outa there!

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he well-honed prose that describes the quaint land of
Kerovnia and its peculiar inhabitants is reinforced with
finely crafted graphics in this British import. Your goal
is to remove a silver wristband that appeared on your arm when
you were mysteriously teleported to Kerovnia, apparently by an
evil wizard named Kronos. The only pawn in the game is you.
Kronos says if you deliver a note to King Erik and kill an
adventurer for him, he will free you of the wristband and reward
you greatly. But he has ulterior motives that involve the devil, a
kidnapped princess and the upcoming election in which a dwarf
is running against the King. You'll meet a giggling guru, an icy
Snowman, and discover diverse mini-quests to fulfill as you
strive to complete the main goal.

THE PUZZLES ARE CHIEFLY object-oriented and
unusually clever. You'll have your hands full, for there are
dozens of items to fiddle with and carry about, more than a few
of which prove to be classic red herrings. It’s possible to win the
game without scoring all 350 points. (The following solution
accounts for 345 of them). The parser is second only to Infocom’s,
and an innovative graphic feature lets you scroll the picture up
or down to read obscured text. (Or you can turn it off com-
pletely). A tough game to finish without any help, The Pawn
boasts a shrewd sense of humor and is easily the best English
adventure to reach these shores.

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n the island of Gelnor, you'll lead a band of

up to six to defeat the Black Lord. To accom-
plish this feat you must retrieve the nine Rings
of Power and five runes from various mazes,

which calls for puzzle-solving as well as
monster-slaying. On the aerial view map and in the
mazes, your party is depicted by a single icon. In
dungeons, the overhead view begins as a blank
screen that is fleshed out as you move around.
Messages and scrolls furnish clues, and bumping
into little dots will trigger other events and opportu-
nities to solve puzzles by making menu selections.
During combat, your crew lines up at the bottom of
the screen and faces the enemy, all portrayed withlo-
res graphics, simple animation and and sound ef-
fects. The program runsslowly, and the Commodore

version takes forever to load dungeons and towns.

Combatis easy. After setting each member’s
attack style or one of the 58 spells, your choices
remain in place in the next round, when you can just
punch the “continue fighting” option (unless you
want to changean order). The weak pointisa clumsy
distribution routine that makes you dole out every
item carried by the party in order to assign them to
people—you can’t just trade things back and forth.
The interface varies for each version: Apple is key-
board; Commodore and Atari 800 version have
color-coded, joystick-controlled menus that mean
virtually no typing; Macintosh doesn’t allow mouse
control but ST does. All will print handy character
stats, and character generation in this intermediate
level game is fast and convenient.

Phantasie 1

The Walkthrough

Character Creation & Development

If you're not planning to go on to the sequel, include
two fighters in your party, one of whom should be a
thief and the other a Minotaur. Then add two priests
and a sorcerer. But fighters are useless in the ad-
vanced stages of Phantasie II, so if you expect to use
your I characters in it, the optimal party consists of
three priests, two sorcerers and a thief. (The thief is
vital for entering certain locations). When creating
characters, make intelligence the top priority, fol-
lowed by constitution. Put charisma at the bottom of
the list. The dummy scam (creating characters
named A-E, forming a party and having them pool
the gold to the one who will be in the real expedition)
works in this series. Use this repeatedly to amass
enough gold to buy the best possible equipment
before setting out. Dungeon D is a good place to find
magic potions and weapons.

Character Development

Wizards need more points to advance, so give them
three shares when dividing up the loot. Give two to
the priests and one to any other class. Assoonasyou
have the Teleport spell, start zipping over to town
#11 for the cheapest training. When learning new
spells in the later stages, the following are unneces-
sary oralmost useless: Binding, Monster Evaluation,
Ninja, Quickness, Strength and Summon Elemental.
(Keep this in mind during combat too). If a character
gets killed, it’s usually better to restart a saved game
than to resurrect him. Otherwise his constitution
will be permanently lowered and he’ll get fewer hit
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points when advanced. After most of your charac-
ters reach level ten, visit Dungeon D and kill the
Minor Deity—you get about 30,000 experience
points per adventurer, and can repeat this by not
saving the dungeon when you leave. If planning to
play Phantasie II, definitely use this method to ele-
vate everyone to level 13-15. Also, monsters in the
vicinity of town #11 are worth more experience
points that those in other areas.

Time-Saving Tricks

Potions are the key to saving time. Always take lots
of them into thedungeons. This trick will enable you
to duplicate the potions you own. (This won’t dupli-
cate your gold, butlater in the game you’ll have more
than you can spend). First make two copies of your
scenario disk (the boot side of the program). Label
one the “good” disk, the other “dummy.” After
accumulating lots of potions, sell everything you
want duplicated to a town with few items (to save
time buying them back later). Pineville (#2) is good.
Teleport to Greenville (#3), remove the good disk
and insert the dummy. Teleport to #4, insert the good
disk, and teleport back to #2. Buy back the potions
and insert the dummy. Teleport to #3, insert the good
disk and continue playing. Whenever you're low on
potions, return to town #2 and buy what you need—
just be sure to insert the dummy disk before tele-
porting out of town.

When you teleport, the program writes the transac-
tions into that town’s inventory. By inserting the
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dummy disk, you trick the pro-
gram into deleting the items you
buy from it rather than from the
good disk. You can use this trick
to duplicate rare weapons and
armor and outfit the entire party
with them. Sell one to town #2
and leave the good disk in before
teleporting. Return and buy the
item, insert the dummy and fol-
low the first method to return and
buyitagain. Then gobackand sell
both items to town #2, inserting
the good disk before leaving.
When you return, there will be
twice as many of them, and you
can buy them and repeat the proc-
ess to double the quantity.

On with the Quest

Follow the alphabetical sequence
of the maps, which guides you
through the tough dungeons
gradually. (The maps show only
the essential regions). Be sure to
stop at the pool near Pineville and
the other two when you are
nearby. The programcansave the
state of only one dungeon at a
time, so if you want to restore a
saved dungeon toitsoriginal state
just enter another one and save it
when you leave. If you've al-
ready saved Dungeon I, this may
be necessary to follow that section
of the walkthru.

Dungeon A: Door in Hillside
Go to (2) and qvmm mfwfs to
open access to (3). At (3), walk
around room and write down the
words that are on the wall and
armor. Go to (4) and push the
button to unlock door to (5),
where you may ubml up uif Pme
Nbo boe hfu uif Bjs Svof.

Dungeon B: Small Cathedral
From (1), go to (2) and get tele-
ported to (3). Walk to (4) and cvso
uif cpy to get the Fbsui Svof. If it
won’t burn, return later when
your levels are higher. Epo’u tbz
zft to the Crone at (5). Tell her
what you wrote down in Evohfpo
B. At(6) you'llbeteleported to the
exit.



Dungeon C: Greenville Cave

At (2), rescue the nbo and write down his words and
the number. If you rescue the nbjefo, she just gives
you a tdspmm. Get the Gjsf Svof at (3).

Dungeon D: Outside Woodville

At (2), gsftt uif ovncfst you learned in Dungeon C.
Tell Old Priest what Mpse Xppe’t vodmf said
(tusbujdpo). Tell Kilmor (3) what you xspuf epxo jo
Evohfpo C, room 5 (ojtdptobu). He'll give you a
number that when pressed at (2) opens access to (4).
Do itand visit (4) now. Next, your Thief must be able
to open all the doors at (5), where you'll learn the
number that, when pressed at (2), opens opsui
gpvoubjo (6). Go to (6) and get teleported to (7),
where you can npwf tpvui and get the Hpe Lojgf, the
most powerful weapon in either Phantasie . Exitat the
passage marked ‘X’, not available until you teleport
from (6). After most of your party reaches level 10,
return to the special (****) and ebnbhf uif jepm to
score tens of thousands of experience points. Don’t
save the dungeon and this can be repeated.

Phantasia

Teleport to Phantasia (#8) and buy Sjoh ovncfs ojof
from the Armory. (If you don’t know the Teleport
spell, revisit the first four dungeons until one of your
sorcerersisable to learnit). From Phantasia, go opsui
until you're level with the gppm. Go east to enter it,
thenreturn to Phantasia, which has vanished. Nbsdi
xftu once, then due south to the next screen to escape
the ocean area. Then on to the next qppm near town
#7 before traveling to Dungeon E. Lffq uif sjoht,
since you'll need them to pass a test in a later dun-
geon. For inventory purposes, you can sell them to a
town and buy them back when you're ready.

Dungeon E: Lord Wood’s Castle

At (2), copy the message, which is a nbq up sppn
uisff.

Dungeon F: J.R. Trolkin’s Castle

style and game system of the first, but with a couple of new spells,
combat features. and ingenious puzzles In it you must free the land of
Ferronrah by travelling to the Netherworld.

Instead of Black Knights, you
will run into the Minions of Pluto, eight powerful Beasts you must slay
in order to obtain their Amulets and Runes. Althoug tougher than its
predecessor, fans of Phantasie I were equally enthusiastic about this
game.

The Walkthrough
haracter Creation

If you wantor need to create new characters, use two Wizards, two Monks
and two Priests—but make sure one has excellent lock-picking ability.
Dungeon Bis the best place to rack up lots of experience points in the early
stages. Characters transferred into Phantasie I with the provided utility
will lose all equipment, levels, and gold. To avoid this, delete the file
named “CH E’ from the copy of your Phantasie II character disk.
Copy file “CHAR?2” from the first game’s character disk to the second one
and rename it “CHAR22”. Your original party will be intact when you
start the game. However, this might mean you won’t encounter some of
the Beasts. Inspect your charactersimmediately, and if they already have
Beast Rune 1, for example, you won’t meet that monster. You can still
finish the game, but it won’t be as much fun. For the most entertainment,
create new characters. (You could at least import your I characters and
sell their God Knives, Shields and potions to an armory, then delete
“CHAR22” from the disk and copy the original one from the program
disk onto your character disk and create new characters.)

eneral Tips

The criteria for winning are to learn the eight Beast Runes (by slaying
Beasts and examining amulets) and to find and destroy the Orb (by taking
it to the Netherworld and feeding it to the Ice Dragon). Each character
does not need all eight Runes, as long as your group possesses them in
some combination. All the time-saving tricks in the Phantasie I
walkthrough work here too. Dungeon B (The Castle) is the best one for
fresh characters to earn points. The only place you can earn lots of
experience points in a single battle is by killing Pluto in Dungeon G,
which calls for at least level 13-14 characters.

Don’t fool with the Beasts until your crew is up to level ten and the
spellcasters know spell #8, Fireflash 4. When you're ready, their locations

The Wrath of Nikademus

In the culmination of the Phantasie trilogy, you
finally get to go after Nikademus. But first,
Filmon the Sage sends you on a series of
quests that lead you across the continent of
Scandor, the Planes of Light and Dark, and the
Third Level of the Netherworld. The original
game design is used, but a new combat system
introduces damage to five specific body parts
(head, torso, etc.) as well as to total hit points.
Stick-figures represents the status of each of
your characters’ body parts, which may be OK,
injured, broken or gone.

Bows are now available,
and the magic system
includes

two new

spells.

Mazes

are de-

picted in the

same style, but

a little smaller.
Characters can now
trade items without
going through the
lengthy distri-

bution routine.

You can also choose the skills a character trains
in upon advancing a level, and characters and
monsters are taller, more detailed and better
animated in this game. Wrath is even more
combat-oriented than the previous games, but
there are fewer puzzles. The end game is
unique, however, for you can choose to fight
Nikademus or join him in the battle against
Lord Wood.

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Rings of Zilfin

n this one-character role-playing game you'll trek through four provinces in
the realm of Batiniq to find a pair of magic rings needed to knock out the evil Lord
Dragos. Your character, an animated stick-man, appears to walk along as the
landscape scrolls past, and the buildings in each town are shown in full-screen
pictures like those in graphic adventures. Interiors are shown in a window, where
some of the combat and other interaction also occurs. To boost hit points, you gather
and use mushrooms; other kinds of fungi and herbs endow your character with
various powers.

Combat isresolved in arcade-style battles that allow some spellcasting, but is
simple and quickly grows tedious (a keyboard interface is used throughout the
game). After learning enough magic, however, you can avoid most combat by
teleporting around, and the skill setting lets you begin with extra equipment if
desired. Graphics and sound are simple, but the puzzles—which involve gathering
clues and objects as in a textadventure—are Zilfin's best feature. Zilfin is an offbeat
and entertaining role-playing game for anyone who enjoys action as well as puzzle-
solving. Author AliN. Atabek may not have created another Ultima or Wizardry, but
he did devise an original game design.

Combat, Magic and Money

To defeat K-plants and other tough monsters, especially early in the game, use pof
qvsmfu and one gbsajo for each creature.

Character Development

Speed is the most important attribute. An effec-
tive party consists of one Ivnbo and two Dwarf
Fighters, all with Sword, Hunting, Dark Vision
and Armored Skin skills. Create a Human Wiz-
ard with Fire, Metal and Priest spells, and a
Gnome Wizard who knows Fire, Metal and
Priest. The Wizards should also have Monster,
Weapon and Item Lore among them. Potion Lore
is not needed, since the vial colors correspond to
the potion: Red is Tusfohui or Bsnps, hsffo cures
poison, wjpmfu is Speed, nfubm is Armor, and
blue always heals.

This makes it easy enough
for beginners, though ex-
perienced players who en-
joy tactical combat may have
fun with it—if they aren’t
concerned with elaborate
spellcasting capabilities.

Arena, and the Guild is in Hmfpo. The College of
Sorcery is in Terynor, and the Wizard’s Guild in
Usjupo. A good way to develop characters
quickly is to find a fixed encounter in Cmbdlgpsu
that nets you a lot of experience points and save
the game after a victory. Then reset the dungeon,
go back in and do it again. The rings and other
magic gear you find in the final maze will be more
useful than potions, so keep room in your inven-
tory for new discoveries.

Combat and Magic

Txpset are the best weapons; you won’t need any
others. In combat, wait for the monsters to ap-
proach, so you get to make the first attack. If you
must run, don’t have anyone leave fbsmz: cluster
around an exit and leave in tfrvfodf.

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n this combination of fantasy and reality, you survive a nuclear
attack on England by escaping to a magical land of towering
mushrooms. From there you will journey through time and

! space to the sites of authentic atomic bomb tests in the South

Pacific, the Soviet tundra and even outer space. Unless you solve the puzzles

at each site within a time limit, the bomb there explodes. Your long-range goal

is to prevent WW III and a nuclear accident in New Mexico. The atmosphere
is decidedly Zorkian, and Michael Moriarty’s clever puzzles and vivid prose

make this intermediate level game one of the best adventures of 1986.

Some aspects of the endgame defy mapping. The direction from which
you enter a “desert” or “foothills” location may affect your destination when
you leave: enter a desert room from the north, then go north and you might
enter the Tower. Butif you entered the desert from the east, going north might
take you to a different place. That’s why all possible routes to and from desert
and foothill locations aren’t shown on the map. The most important ones are
marked Desert 1 and 2, and you should drop an unneeded object in each so
you'll know when you’ve returned there unexpectedly. Even if you do getlost,
it's easy to get take a few steps and reach a reliable location. Trinity is
considered by some to be the best all-text ad venture of 1986. (For comments on
the Infocom parser, see the Ballyhoo review.)

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ULTIMA IV
Quest of the Avatar

nstead of asking you to seek and slay an Evil Wizard,

this sequel challenges you to seek and become an Avatar

by developing virtues such as honor and justice and by
building up strength and intelligence traits. Your character’s
class is determined by a Tarot-like card-reading. Then you must
recruit seven party members from the towns of Britannia. After
you become a partial Avatar in the eight virtues and fulfill other
requirements, you’ll run the final gauntlet of daemons and
balrons in the Stygian Abyss. At the depths of this eight-level
maze you’ll find the Codex, a fabled volume whose arcana
enables you to become a true Avatar.

DEPICTED FROM AN AERIAL VIEW where an icon
represents the party, Britannia’s terrain is sharply illustrated
and sixteen times larger than in Ultima III. You'll find an assort-
ment of ways to get around this vast landscape: horses, boats,
teleportation gates and even a balloon. The dungeons—eight of
them, each eight levels deep—are seen from a first-person view,
and various tools minimize mapping. Sound effects and music
are outstanding in versions for the Commodore, 16-bit machines
and Apples with a Mockingboard.

THE MAGIC SYSTEM, which involves mixing rea-
gents to prepare spells, is the most authentic seen in such a game.
Combat occurs in an arena where each character is crisply ani-
mated and individually controlled in tactically oriented battles.
The depth of character interaction, in which you talk to towns-
people for clues, is unparalleled in role-playing games, utilizing
amini-parser that enables you to converse on a number of topics.
The game system alone makes Ultima IV a pleasure to play, but
its emphasis on developing virtues in addition to traits adds a
new dimension to fantasy role-playing.

The Walkthrough

Character Creation

There is a way to determine your character’s class. When the
gypsy asks you to choose one of the virtues—Honesty, Compas-
sion, Valor, Justice, Sacrifice, Honor, Spirituality, Humility—
over another, the higher virtue appears on the left as choice A.
The eight classes—Mage, Bard, Fighter, Druid, Tinker, Paladin,
Ranger, Shepherd—correspond to the virtues in this manner: If
you choose all A answers, you'll be a Mage; seven A and then a
B will make you a Bard, and so on. The Bard, with his sling, and
the Mage, with spellcasting ability, begin with distinct advan-
tages. The size of monster parties on the surface is based on the
size of your group, so unless you enjoy lots of large-scale battles,
don’t enlist any party members (except maybe a Mage) until
you’ve become an Avatar.

Character Development

Half the game is devoted to developing the virtues. (See the dungeon section for the secret to building
strength and other traits.) Hawkwind, in Lord British’s castle, will inform you of your progress. (Or press
control-s: The numbers match the order of the virtues listed above, and a 99 means you're ready for
elevation.) Talk to everyone you meet. Actionsarealsoimportant, and improper actions will cost you points.
To earn Honesty points, never steal, pay less than a shop’s quoted price or lie. The trick question is “Have
you never lied?”, whose correct answer is “No.” For Compassion, give one piece of gold to beggars. Valor
is attained by victorious combat, but don’t attack non-evil creatures or you'll lose justice and honor points.
And if you attack them while they’re fleeing you'll lose honor. (It’s ok to fight them if they attack.) Never
flee from combat unless in mortal danger, or you'll lose valor. Honor is attained by not cheating in shops and
by finding the runes, stone, bell, book and candle. Give blood when a healer asks for donations to earn
Sacrifice points. You gain a few Spirituality points each time you talk to Hawkwind. For Humility, always
say no when asked if you're proud of something or the best at anything—unless asked if you are the most
humble.

Prepare lots of spells and carry some extra rea-
gents. Missile weapons like slings are especially
valuable. If you step back instead of advancing
toward monsters in the combat arena, they will
often move into firing line. You can outrun them
on a horse. One effective combat tactic is to line
your crew into two columns. See the Virtues sec-
tion on Valor, Justice and Honor for other combat
tips. Some spells aren’t revealed in the manual:
Gate travel (a f h ), Undead (a c), Resurrect (abcd
e h).

The Quest Begins

The first stage of this solution is from the viewpoint
of a Mage. To follow it with another class, use the
Moon Gates to reach Moonglow. Search the chest
next to Mariah for the rune of ipoftuz. Don’t buy
any magic herbs if just starting out. Instead, visit
the Lycaeum on the northwest coast. Ask the baron
about the word and he’ll say wfs, part of the Word
of Passage. Enter the Moon Gate west of Moon-
glow during a New Moon and search for the stone
of humility. Enter during the next New Moon and
go to Britannia.

The Secrets of Lord British’s Castle
Go east in the castle, open the door and find the

doors. Go north to the dot leading east; outside
you'll find Joshua and a riddle. Reenter the pas-
sage and go north into the northeast castle rampart.
Go west to meet Shawn for tips on humility. A
ladder in this rampart leads to the second level and
the prison and a secret door leads west to behind
the castle and a ladder to the dungeon Hythloth. A
Healer is due south of the first secret door. On the
west side of the castle you'll find Hawkwind
through the first door after moving south. Go
north and east through the door just south of the
ladder. Search in the mpxfs sjhiu dpsofs for the
rune of tqjsjuvbmjuz. Head upstairs to meet Lord
British, who will heal you if asked abouthealthand
you say “no.” He'll also promote you to higher
levels when you've earned it.

Britain and Paws

Buy a sling. At the end of the long hall north of the
Inn, search for the rune of dpngbttjpo. Enter the
secret door in the Healer’s and ask Julio about
nature for honesty points. Keep the sea in sight
while moving south. Cross the two bridges going
east and enter Paws. Buy a horse. South of the
stables, just below the stablehand, search for the
rune of ivnjmjuz. The Herb Shoppe is behind a
secret door in the armory.




The Bloody Plains and Mandrake Root
You need 900 gold for your next major purchase, so kill lots of monsters on the way to Lord British’s castle.
Get healed and head east from Moon Gate 2, crossing the bridge and moving east until you see mountains
to the north. Go north, passing the eastern bridge, and circle Lock Lake. Southeast of the lake you'll spy a
pass through the foothills that leads east and exits into the Bloody Plains to the northeast. To find Mandrake
Root, stand on the single square of swamp and search during a New Moon. Go due east through a small
mountain pass that leads north and you’ll find Vesper on the south coast.

Vesper

Don’t enter without 900 gold. Then visit the Guild and ask about jufn e. Use it to get your bearings; most
of the sites listed in the charts use employ these coordinates. You can also pick up humility points in Vesper,
whose walls are lined with secret doors.

On the Road Again
Head back to Lord British, yelling at the horse to hurry if you're seriously wounded. After checking with
him and Hawkwind you're ready to travel the land and build up your character by earning 99 points in each
virtue and acquiring the runes and mantras needed to enter the shrines. Complete this for all virtues and
you’ll have attained Partial Avatarhood. First go to Paws and stock up on ginseng and garlic, then use the
Moon Gates and the sextant to reach the following locations for the necessary items or information. Later
you can raise lots of gold by finding the mystic armor and weapons; sell them and return for more, and repeat
until rich. Ships won’t appear till later in the game, and Jhelom or Skara Brae are good places to find one.

The Balloon and the White Stone
Enter the Hythloth dungeon behind Britannia, exit immediately and enter the balloon. Climb and descend
to fly it, and use wind spells to steer. Fly west and north to the serpent’s spine mountain range and land at
the avatar symbol for the White Stone. You can also fly to Cove on the east shore of Lock Lake, otherwise
accessed by entering a whirlpool while on a ship.

Elevation and Egui ment
When you have all eight runes and mantras and are ready for elevation, meditate at each shrine for uisff
minutes. Afteracquiring the itemslisted above and talking to everyone for clues, buy the best weapons: three
magic wands, three magic bows, one crossbow, a sling, and armor for each character. Stock up on reagents
and food, then say “join” to everyone in the eight major towns to recruit your party. The only tricky ones are
the Shepherd (enter Magincia, exit the gate and go south along the wall) and Geoffrey, the Fighter in Jhelom
who won'’t join until your party reaches a high enough level. Now head for the dungeons.

Into the Dungeons
Two goals await: finding the stones at the altars and using them in the altar rooms to get the three-part
key. The dungeons are connected by the altar rooms, but all three altars can be found in Hythloth—so
you can save time by visiting it after acquiring all eight stones instead of going to the altar rooms in the
other dungeons. The stones are also necessary for getting through the Stygian Abyss. You can raise your
strength, intelligence and dexterity by touching Magical Balls in the dungeons. This will cost the charac-
ter some hit points, which can be restored with a Heal spell. The sections on each dungeon tell how to
get find these Balls, the stones and the altars. Peer at a gem when you first enter a maze, then check it
again and compare with the directions if you get disoriented.

You can do them in any order; this path leads through the ones whose Magical Balls do the least damage,
to avoid depleting hit points too quickly. You'll have to decide which characters should touch a Ball,
since they only work once. When told to go up or down, in these sections, this refers to using ladders,
not casting those spells. The dungeons are connected by the altar rooms, so always leave by the door
you entered—especially in dungeons accessible only by boat. Otherwise you’ll emerge outside a faraway
dungeon when you cast an X-it spell.

Down.

Level Four: South into room. Step on floor
section in alcove in center of east wall to open
and take secret exit going east. Continue east
and north to Magical Ball. Follow hall back
south and east to ladder and descend.

Level Five: North through secret door five steps
(don’t relight torch yet). Dispel field and go
north one. Relight torch and dispel field to the
east. Go east and south through the door;
continue south to the wall and turn east. Move
forward two steps and enter north door (the
center one of three doors). Move one character
into the secret door on northeast corner of
fountain (the door that’s set into the north wall).
Then move another into the secret door in a wall
in the southwest corner of the room (not the
entrance halls). This opens an exit to the north,
where you'll find the yellow stone. Go south
two back to the hall, then west and north until
you are able to turn south into the hall from
which you entered. Go south to ladder and
down.

Level Six: Follow hall north to healing fountain.
Cast Down spell.




Level Seven: Bear west to ladder. Down.

Level Eight: Go north through both rooms to
Magical Ball, then back south through both
rooms and exit west from the second one.
Follow hall into room with reapers and exit
north to Magical Ball. Exit dungeon.

Destard
Magical Balls increase Strength 5 points and eat
up 200 hit points.

Level One: South two, east through the wall and
down.

Level Two: North two, west through the room
and down.

Level Three: East into room and exit south.
Follow hall south and into first door west, then
north one to Ball. Return to room with four exits
and go north, follow hall north to the wall; go
west two and south one to Ball. Return to the
four exits room, go east and down.

Level Four: Follow hall into room and exit west.
Follow hall to ladder and down.

Level Five: North four, west six, north two, west
to ladder and down.

Level Six: West two (lights go out) and north
two to Ball. South four, east four to Ball. West
two, north two and up to Level Five. East four,
north four, down to Level Six. West to ladder
and down.

Level Seven: South into door, west two into next
door for red stone. Return to ladder and climb to
Level Six. East four and down. Follow hall to
ladder and down.

Level Eight: West two, north four, east through
secret door and follow hall south to altar room of
Courage.

Wron
Magical Balls increase Intelligence and Dexterity
five points and cost 400 hit points.

Level One: North two, turn east. Follow hall to
wall and turn north. Walk through secret door
and down.

Level Two: North through room and down. (If
you need healing, first go east to wall and north
through door to fountain.)

Level Three: South through secret door and
follow hall to Ball. Go back through secret door
and follow east hall past the first ladder down.
Take the next one down.

Level Four: West to southern door, south
through room and down.

Level Five: East four (lights go out; don’t relight
until Level Six), south four and down.

Level Six: West two, then south through secret
door and the room beyond. Dispel fields to the
south, cure poisoned characters and continue to
fountain. Go through fountain to Ball, then
north into main hall and go west two and south
through secret door. Repeat actions with foun-
tain and Ball here and return to main hall. Go
two west, then south through secret door.
Continue south, dispelling fields, to ladder and
go down.

Level Seven: East into room, then exit north.
Follow hall through both doors and take west
hall to Magic Ball. Return to room and go to the
south end. Put a character on the square north-
east of the southernmost square of the room to
open secret exit to the east. Exit eastand down.

Level Eight: North two , west through three
rooms. Follow hall and enter next room. Dispel
fields in northwest corner and stand on corner
square to open secret exit to west. Go west and
get green stone. (You can reach the altar room of
truth by going south.) Exit dungeon.

Covetous
Magical Balls increase Strength and Dexterity
five points and cost 400 hit points.

Level One: East two, south one, east two and
north into room. Step on square in southwest
corner to open secret exit to north. Exit north
and down.

Level Two: Follow hall to ladder and down.

Level Three: Go west through three rooms. In
the third, step on square in northeast corner to
open secret exit west. Go west to Magical Ball.
Go to middle room and step on square in south-
east corner to open secret exit north. Go north
through room after it and exit west from the next
one. Follow west hall to door, go through it and
take north hall to ladder. Down.

Level Four: South two, west three into room.
Step on square in northeast corner of room to
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reveal similar square in center of west side.
Dispel fields to reach it, then go west and down.

Level Five: Down. (Lots of gold on this level, if
you need it.)

Level Six: North two to Magical Ball. South
four, west four to another Ball. East two, south
two to a third one. North four, east two and
down.

Level Seven: West to down ladder (but don’t
take it), north twice and east through secret door
for orange stone. Exit Dungeon. (It's not neces-
sary for this solution, but you can go west
through two secret doors and continue west
through two rooms to ladder. Then down to
Level Eight and east and north to altar room of
love, or west and south to altar room of courage.)

Shame
Sail down the river from H’' F” C’ A” to this one.
Magical Balls increase intelligence and strength
five points and cost 400 hit points.

Level One: Down to Level Seven and cast Z to
Level Eight.

Level Eight: Follow the west hall into room.
Through secret doors in southern walls, go south
in this and the next room. In the third room, g0
west via secret door to healing fountain. Walk
through it to Magical Ball. Advance to next Ball,
then east back into room. Now go north through
two rooms, using secret doors in top middle wall
of the second one. (If you want to visit the altar
rooms from here: go north through third room
and take west hall to altar of truth; go north
instead and you'll reach altar room of courage.)
Step on square in center of room to open secret
exit west, follow hall to ladder. Up.

Level Seven: West three and up ladder.
Level Six: East two and up ladder.

Level Five: Follow hall and go north through
door, then up ladder.

Level Four: Follow hall into room and go east
through three rooms. Advance to the Magical
Ball. Return to the door and go north to another
Magical Ball, then on to the healing fountain.
(The other fountain, beyond the first Ball, also
heals.) CastY to go up.

Level Three: West to four-way junction, take
north door through room and up ladder.

Level Two: South to a wall, then east to a wall.
Follow hall south to altar for purple stone.
Follow hall back north to the first place you can
turn left into a new hall (not just turn left in the
same one). West two, turn north and dispel
field. Advance to up ladder.

Level One: Follow north hall into room and put
a character on the square in the small alcove of
the northeast corner to open the secret northern
exit. Go north and put someone on the square
directly over the the lower right of the three
white circles to open a secret northern exit.
Follow hall north to Magical Ball, then exit
dungeon.

Hythloth and the Altar Rooms
Magical Balls increase all traits five points and
cost 800 hit points, so you’'ll need some resurrec-
tion spells. All three altar rooms are accessible
from Level Eight, but you need all eight stones to
reach and use the altar rooms. By using “stones”
when a character is atop an altar, you obtain a
piece of the three-part key at each one. For
Truth: blue, green, purple, white. For Love:
yellow, green, orange, white. For Courage: red,
orange, purple, white.

Level One: Jimmy lock behind Castle Britannia
and descend to Level Eight. (If you just want to
reach the Magical Balls, skip the next section.)

Level Eight: Peer ata gem and you'll see Truth
in the far northwest corner, Love in the short hall
going north and Courage far to the northeast. To
reach Courage, follow hall north (dispelling
field) to the wall, go east one and north into
room. Put a man on the square in the northwest
corner to open secret exit east. Go east into the
next room and exit north. Take door to the north
to enter altar room of Courage. Exit south and
enter south door, then walk through secret door
in west wall. Exit south in the next room, then
go south and dispel field to your west. Follow
the hall to the ladder by which you entered, turn
west and dispel the first field. Follow the hall
north to enter the altar room of Love. Exit south,
go south one and dispel the field. Turn west and
dispel the next two fields and follow this hall to
the altar room of Truth. Exit south and follow
hall to the ladder, dispelling fields as you go.

Level Eight: If you don’t want to go to to the
altar rooms or have already done so, go south
and dispel the field, then follow hall beyond the
ladder and climb.

Level Seven: West two, south two, up ladder.




Level Six: Cast Up spell.

Level Five: Follow hall south and west to
Magical Ball. Go back east and north to ladder,
then west to another Magical Ball. Go east past
first ladder, follow hall to second ladder and
climb.

Level Four: East two, down ladder to Level Five,
east and climb to Level Four. West into room,
then exit north. Follow hall into next room, exit
west and climb.

Level Three: North six, west two to Magical Ball.
Go east into next room and exit north. Follow
hall to healing fountain. Return to previous
room and exit south. Continue south through
next room and go east to ladder and up.

Level Two: East to the wall, south through door.
Follow either hall to ladder and up.

Level One: South and east to Magical Ball. West
two, north to ladder and up.

The Stygian Abyss
Sail east from Serpent’s Hold into the Pirate’s
bay. After each combat, exit ship and move onto
next one to reach east shore. (Use the Wheel to
strengthen your ship if damaged severely.) Go
east and south to O’ J”, O’ J”, the entrance. Use
the skull, bell, book and candle to enter the
Abyss.

Level One: Follow hall east through three
rooms, then south to a large room with several
walls on the left. Go east two and north two and
use stone at the altar. Answers: honesty and
blue. Down.

Level Two: Go south through two rooms and
east through two. After exiting the second one
into a hall, go east one, north four, then east
through a secret door. Continue east (dispelling
fields) and use stone at altar. Answers: compas-
sion and yellow. Down.

Level Three: South two and exit room west.
Continue west through one room to the altar.
Use stone. Answers: valor and red.

Level Four: East three, then east through secret
door. Go through secret doors in north wall of
next rooms until you face orange wall, then east
four and dispel the field. Continue east into the
room and exit north. Exit north from next room.
Use stone. Answers: justice and green.

Level Five: South to the wall and east through
the door into a room. Step on square in corner of
northeast alcove, behind fields, to open secret
exit. South into next room and step on square in
lower southeast corner to open secret exit south
into next room. There you must step on fire
square below three mountains to open secret exit
east. Go east to altar. Use stone. Answers:
sacrifice and orange. Down.

Level Six: South two, west two, south one and
east though door. Go east again and exit south
from the next room. Exit the next room west, the
next south, the next east, the next north, and the
next east. Dispel field caging the balron in
northeast corner and step on square he occupied,
which opens secret exit south. Go south and step
on square in center alcove behind fields, in
northeast corner of room. Dispel field at south
end and step on southeast square to open bridge.
Cross bridge and exit south. Exit next room east,
and go south from the next one. Go east to altar
and use stone. Answers: honor and purple.

Level Seven: West one, north into room. Exit
north and go west into next room. Exit north
and go west. Step on square in wall of the
southeast corner to open partitioned area, then
stand in the crook of the backwards “L” to open
secret exit north. Go north and enter west door.
Send your eighth character two south and one
west to open secret exit north. After leaving
room, go north and west to altar and use stone.
Answers: spirituality and white.

Level Eight: Go south and east through the door
into a room and exit east. Step on square in
northeast corner to move bricks from square in
the southwest corner, which opens secret exit
north. Follow hall into next room and exit it
south. Step on square in wall of southeast corner
to activate similar square below balron. Slay
balron and step on square he occupied to activate
square at top of cage. Step on that square to
open secret exit south. Use stone at altar. An-
swers: humility and black.

ISLAND

Who is Dr. Beauvais anyway? And why is he wrecking your
otherwise perfect vacation with his voodoo-born zombies?
Voodoo Island isno ClubMed —a “Club Dead” would be more
appropriate here. Maybe you should have gone to a place with
a little less excitement. The travel brochures never mentioned
this much action! If you live, maybe you can get your money
back.

A mong the best of Mindscape’s text adventures, Voodoo
Island isthe only one notbased onabook or movie. You awake
ona Caribbean island resembling Jamaica, where the locals are
terrorized by zombies. Unless you dispatch these undead crea-
tures, who serve the sinister Dr. Beauvais, and learn to practice
abit of voodoo yourself, your tropical “vacation” will be a brief
one indeed. Like other Angelsoft games, the text is more
polished than the program. The puzzlesare all object-oriented
and more original than most of the other games in this line. (See
the review of The Mist for details on the parser.)

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ﬂ dozen mazes await the intrepid demon-slayer who sets foot in the land of Arghan, where
an eight- member party struggles to wrest a magic Crown from Tarmon and return it to the Fellowship of
Wizards. Tactical combat is more important than magic, which plays a minor role in this ambitious effort to
combine war-gaming with role-playing. You have exceptional freedom in character development and may
spend experience points to boost specific skills or traits. You can spend gold to increase others. Characters
may mix classes to become Fighter-Sorcerers, Priest-Thief-Fighters, or other exotic combinations.

In combat you individually direct each character’s actions in a variety of aerial-view settings that can
last from 15-45 minutes. Weaponsinflict three types of wounds—bash, cut or thrust—and your warriors must
improve their skills in these and other fighting skills. The “quick combat” option is over in seconds, but won't
let you employ certain powerful items. Role-playing veterans with an interest in tactical gaming (or war-
gamers curious about fantasy gaming) may enjoy battling with swords instead of tanks, but the overly
complexinterface—which is so complicated, authors Paul Murray and Keith Brors gave it help menus!—may
intimidate anyone else. Graphics, animation and sound effects, however, are rather simple.

Character Development and Skills

After combat, sell the loot and visit the Usbjojoh
Hspvoet. Unless you've done poorly against the
monsters, itis easier to build up skillsby gbzjoh gps
usbjojoh. Save your experience points for advanc-
ing Dexterity and Strength. Build Dexterity to 18-20
before working on Strength. The most you'll need
for Life is45 points. While still fighting in the town,
you can get by with Weapons Skills of 100. Forget
about Tijfme Tljmm, which is a hindrance later on.
While still in town you won’t need Treat Poison,
Read Ancient or Swimming. Don’t work on First
Aid, Alchemy and Track if you have other things to
do first. Turn Undead and Alchemy are marginal.

Equipment

Don’t buy it—you can get better gear by efgfbujoh
npotufst. Magical weapons can be enhanced at the
Magic Shop, but you need 50 gold, not silver and
other change that amounts to that figure. Just visit
the Moneychanger first. Don’t do this until you've
first built up important skills at the Training
Grounds. And buy gear you will discard later, such
as leather armor.

Combat

Monsters always appear on the sjhiu side of the
battlefield, so position your hardiest Fighters on
thatside of your team and put Archers behind them.
Golems are almost impossible to kill except with a
Hpmfn Tubgg, found in the nbotjpo, but you won’t
meet any until you reach thatarea. They are easy to
run from, which is the best tactic. You’ll meet Ward-
Pact Demons in the advanced stages, and within
that group each is immune to all but one type of
weapon damage: Cut, Bash, or Thrust. (That’s why
each Fighter-type should concentrate on a particu-
lar one of these skills.) Save the game after each
successful combat. If you flee and leave anyone
unconscious on the battlefield, he won’t be killed
(unless he was already dead), but xjmm cf spccfe.

Magic

Magic is most useful as a defense against other
magic. The most important spells against other
magic-users are Dpvoufsnbhjd, Ejtqfm Nbhjd boe
Nbhjd Qspufdujpo. Reveal Enemy, Missile Protec-
tion, Armor and Mass Invisibility are effective
against non-magical foes. Fireball is fair, but Para-
lyze hardly works against advanced monsters. The

other spells are marginal or nearly useless. Pray is
moreimportant. Get tjy cmfttjohtoff in combatand
no one can touch your characters except with magic.
Enemy Mages are the deadlies, so get them first.

Post-Combat

Visit the Armory prior to combat and copy the price
list, which makes it easier to choose which items to
loot. When looting, don’t assume that an item is
more valuable than others just because it is magical.
A good ruleis to take armor first, then weapons, and
small items later. After your first combat, sell the
loot, get morale restored at the Tavern, and rest up
at the Guild. Following subsequent battles it is
better to visit the Temple gjstu, then the Tavern, the
Guild and sell loot last. (By restoring morale before
selling the loot, you’ll boost the Thief’s Haggle Skill
and get more money.)

The Town

Do not leave town until you have killed enough
monsters to earn the reward, which happens auto-
matically. Then go opsuifbtu to the Mansion,
where you will receive a broadsword if you have
saved the girl that you randomly encountered in
town. Never leave town or go through the inner
wall at evtl, or you'll have to wait a long time for the
gates to open and may not survive.

The Ruins

If you get caught in the ruins after dark, monsters
will obstruct you at every step. Either stay in one
place and xbju gps ebxo, or go to a temple, say
Tibmgb and rest until dawn. Temples here only
increase your Karma up to half, no matter how long
you rest. They also boost Power a bit. The further
south you go, the more dangerous the monsters.

The Dungeons

Some dungeons have gsfsfrvjtjuft, so read these
before even going to a particular one. You need a
lockpick for each dungeon. It helps a bit to cast a
Foxfire spell for more light. In some dungeons you
must do things in a dfsubjo psefs. If nothing
happens when you examine or open something as
indicated below, keep trying. If you are still unsuc-
cessful, your Thief needs to improve his Search and
Picklock Skills before you return for another try. In
most dungeons it is practical to send the Thief in
alone and have everyone else wait at the entrance
unless their skills are required.

Thieve’s Guild
The Guild is found in town, halfway up the east
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interior wall. (Note the party’s configuration at this
entrance, for it is the best one for your crew to be in
for a fight.) Just send in the Thief and talk to the
cbsufoefs (1) and open the door (2). Examine the
lonebarrel (3), which revealsan openingin thenorth
wall. Go through and talk to the boss (4), who
provides information on the next dungeon. Exam-
ine the north wall (5) to find the opening. Unless
your party is very strong, return and fight with
either guard near the entrance, which causes the
Thieves to attack you. Get back to the entrance as
quickly as possible and pick off the Thieves one by
one. If you get wiped out, reboot and try again.
They will be gone and you can loot with impunity.

Open the door (6) and fybnjof xbmm (7). Open (8)
and you'll get a Stealth +30 Cloak for your point
man. Evaluate everything in this dungeon (and
elsewhere) for magical properties. If you do so and
are told no, transfer the item to your Sorcerer with
the highest Evaluate and he’ll let you know. Now
you can exit via the stairs to the east. Reset this
dungeon and return as often as you wish until you
cankill all the Thieves easily. Uifo zpv'mm cf sfbez
gps uif Svjot.

Old Thieve’s Guild

Prerequisites: a gjguz gppu spqf, which canonly be
obtained in combat, and Swimming Skill (about 100)
foryour Thief. Asinmostdungeons, leave the party
at the entrance and send in the Thief alone.

Level One: Examine the four points (1) a few times
for the entrance. Don’t discard your rope, which
you don’t have to ready anyway. To exit this level,
just npwf pgg boz fehf of the map.

Level Two: Examine the tifmfupo (1) and you find
the Emerald Key, which you nvtu bmxbzt 1ffq.

Level Three: Keep examining the sticks (1) untilyou
find the final section of the Golem Staff. Bmm uisff
tfdujpot must be ifme cz the tbnf dibsbdufs in
order to vojuf them. (Once you have the Staff,
always carry it when usbwfmjoh tpvui among the
Ruins), Examine (2) and you will learn the Ward-

Level One: You must fight the Demons (statues)
now or they will attack later. Go to the hall on the
west side of the screen and let your heftiest Fighter
bear the brunt of their attack by placing himin front
(pof trvbsf bxbz gspn uif pgfojoh).

That’s because the next
battle is a major one. Examine (5) and fight and
defeat the Golems and Salamander. You can let
them kill you, reboot and return, and they’ll be
gone—but you lose any treasure you've found un-
less you saved the game. You can also dmptf uif
epps, which calls for patience because it takes the
Golemsawhileto give uplooking for you. They’libe
gone when you open the door (after you leave
Camp, as in regular combat). Otherwise, just fight
with the Golem Staff. Be sure to stand just outside
the door to let them come get you. Non-quick
combat is more successful with this maneuver; if
you plan to use tactical combat, bring your whole
party into the room before examining (5). Unless
you reset the dungeon, you won’t be fighting any
more Golems, so leave your Stavesat the theInnand
run away from any you see on the way back to the
Palace. Regardless of your tactic, take the tubjst
cfijoe (5) to level three. This is a good one to reset,
so you can obtain the bountiful treasure repeatedly.

Level Three: This trap-lined maze isinvisible soitis
notillustrated here, but these directions will get you
throughit: 3-E, 5-S, 1-E, 5-5, 15-E, ojof-5, 4-W, 3-N,
6-W, 2-S,11-W, 2-S, gjwf£-E, 6-S, then due east to the
stairs. When you pass a pillar with strange writing,
examine it to read the door positions used in the
Dbsejobm Qpjout room on level four.

Level Four: Go to (1), fight the monsters and
examine and crank this. Send everyone into the
Cardinal Points Room (2) and set the doors in this
order: Pqfo fbtu, dmptf opsui, pqfo tpvui, dmptf
fbtu, pqfo opsui, pqfo xftu, dmptf opsui.

Only if all doors in the Cardinal Points room are set
correctly (all dmptfe except the tpvui one) can you
open this door (3). Then open the door (4), which is
very difficult because your character is so demoral-
ized.

Level Five: No map is provided of the Arena,
because this is just an open area.

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DENETHENOR

Based on the Nordic myth of a prince who made a pact with the devil, this one-
character scenario unfolds on Nisondel and three other mini-continentslinked by Inter-
dimensional Doors. Your target — Lord Denethenor. This is an introductory-level
game so combat and magic are simplified and take place on the surface map, as is
character development: You earn Hit Points for walking around and don’t have to
amass experience points because your character cannot advance to higher levels.
Finding the magic spells and figuring out which objects are needed to cast each one are
the only real puzzles, and they are fairly easy. The birds-eye view is also less than
demanding.

Programmed by Christopher Crim, the game will look familiar to Ultima fans,
for the resemblance of its graphics and interface—towns, shops, prisons and ships—is
striking. For that reason, and because it is easy, anyone who has ever completed an
Ultima may find Wrath disappointing. However, the novice adventurer can feel a thrill
of victory without being too frustrated by the trickiness and difficult stumbling blocks
of harder games.

The Walkthrough

Character Creation and Development

You only have one character and can’t make any decisions about him, so there’s
little to do until he gets his feet on the ground. With no experience points and
levels to strive for, you can concentrate on developing Strength, Intelligence,
Stamina and Hit Points. Strength is boosted by purchasing
a stronger weapon. The best one is a rapier sold in Solrain

Argoth on Nisondel for 1,950 gold. Intelligence, which lengthens the
effects of your spells, is enhanced by talking to the Lords in Castles
Solrain, Mirrih and Estrine. Like Strength, the maximum s +30. Just
buy food to build up Stamina, which is vital for survival. Buy as much as possible early on, for it gets very
expensive as you progress. Watch out for Demonglow, which eats up Stamina points. The safest place
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to rest is in a spot surrounded by mountains on three sides. (Don’t use a torch while resting; it attracts
bloodbats.)

Thisis also a good combeat tactic since you can only be attacked from one side. Once you learn the Monsrol
or Inslerete spells, use them instead of combat spells, which use up more Stamina and destroy any gold
orobjects you might otherwise obtain, but combat is essential for obtaining magical items and gold. After
acquiring enough food, weapons and armor, you will find it easier to avoid combat.

To conserve on charms, enter a town and use them to open all the locked doors and find where the
important items and clues are hidden. Then turn off the computer and reboot. You'll have the necessary
information and all your charms, which you can use to rob banks and perform other useful chores. If
planning to loot labyrinths for treasure, map them with the Specere spell. (Except for Mount Restorn and
its gold, maps provided here show only the best route through each dungeon.) When you identify aDoor’s
location and destination, mark these on the map in the manual. This will be handy because you may want
to return to an island later.

Magic

Youare supposed to find and converse with characters in certain towns to learn the spells, but the program
does not check to see if you have done so. That means you can just type in the name and cast away. It’s
still more fun to discover these things on your own, but this chart will be handy if you get stuck.

General Tips

Talk to all the characters for clues; none are hard to find and you won’t have to solve riddles or puzzles.
A cardinal rule is to always talk to a pub’s bartender and buy a round for the house before approaching
other characters. Otherwise you will startabrawl and will miss valuable clues. After robbinga town, you
will be a wanted criminal for about a day before it is safe to return. Monsrol or Inslerete spells simplify
any bankrobber’s work. There are no trading posts after Mount Karibae.

See the map for directions, and cast a Specere now
and then to get your bearings. (Even with a map this is may take a few tries because torches won’t work
here.)

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It Came from
Another World

Books, Legends, Movies and Fairy Tales

ust as Hollywood looks to the printed word when seeking new material for motion pictures, soft-

J ware companies sometimes base their adventure games on books, movies and popular stories from
other realms of the entertainment world. In these interactive tales you get to assume the role of
fiction’s best-known characters: spinning the trick license plates on James Bond’s Aston-Martin, gunning
down Vietnamese soldiers with Rambo’s machine gun, or swinging Indiana Jones’ machete as you hack a
paththrougha steamy Mexican jungle. Evenfairy tales have provided new worlds foradventurers to explore,
places populated with the likes of Little Red Riding Hood and Rip van Winkle. Recently even a conventional
role-playing game, Car Wars, inspired a computer counterpart.

D on’t think that you'll be able to skip right through the adventure just because you've seen the movie

orread the book. While the events and characters of the original story may be faithfully represented,
logical puzzles are created from elements of familiar scenes and woven into the plot. Sometimes it
helps if you’ve seen the movie or read the book. A good example is the first puzzle in A View toa Kill, where
anyone who recalled the film’s opening scene would know to take the dead Russian’s watch without first
examining the body to discover it. But these cases are the exception, for even Rambo himself would sweat
bullets trying to solve the text adventure that bears his name.

her up s the easy part; finding her is the problem. There are nota lot of different pictures, but
the cartoon-style illustrations are TV quality artwork. This was done by Rick Incrocci, who previously
teamed up with this game’s designer, Rick Johnson, on the classic Sherwood Forest.. Faebles is much easier,
though it does pose at least one serious mindgrinder.

A typical problem consists of saving Red Riding Hood from the Big Bad Wolf to obtain anitem needed
elsewhere. Clues are ingeniously sprinkled throughout the text, which also profits from a good sense of
humor. The two-word parser is the only weak point, for it forces you to spend as much time figuring out how
to communicate with the program as you do unraveling the problems. But it’s worth the extra effort if you
appreciate original puzzles and cartoon-style graphics.

As the name suggests, this adaptation of the Jim Henson Muppet movie takes place within a
convoluted maze. Trapped inside, you seek the central room and Jareth the Goblin King, who must be
vanquished within the 13-hour time limit if you hope to escape. Distinctive 3-D graphics and animation were
devised by Lucasfilm Games to show the maze and your animated character. They afford a sense of depth
and perspective as your character moves deeper into the maze. You don’t see room names as in a standard
adventure. Instead, a mini-map below the graphics shows your position and the location of objects in the
current corridor.

Actions are conducted with a joystick/keyboard interface and a mini-parser whose verbs and nouns
scroll through onscreen lists, so no typing is required. Most puzzles hinge on objects, but a few demand
talking with Muppets such as Ludo and Firey. Two simple arcade-style sequences break up the brain-
wrangling. The mapping isn’tas difficult as it first seems, and some people have completed it without a map.
(But a map will save you lots of time.) If you're looking for an out-of-the-ordinary adventure, Labyrinth is
a good one to get lost in for a few weeks.

The Walkthrough

When using the maps, observe the location of objects such as the vending machines to get your
bearings. Maps of the last few areas are not as elaborate as the others because you can only go to one or two
places from each. In some, such as the Castle of the Goblin King, certain doors lead to random locations.
Always save your game in all three save slots when you complete a level, so you canrestore one if necessary.
If you accidentally wander into the dungeon and get trapped, one of several solutions will work: Walk up
the wall, find a trap door, insert money into a vending machine. You can always say the word you learned
from the beggar at the start of the game. Any of them takes you back to the last part of the labyrinth you suc-
cessfully completed.

this all-text game opens in a New England supermarket. Suddenly a strange
mist blankets the town, and when giant spiders, slugs and other mutant

monsters emerge from the mist, you and the other shoppers are trapped inside. You must
escape and find your son Billy, a formidable task, for you will often be killed for merely
entering the wrong location—no second chances! You are limited to fouritems, so inventory
management is another problem.

The prose is well-written, with detailed descriptions that add depth to the events as they unfold.
There are only a few difficult puzzles, but these are unusually hard because you won’t always find clues in
the text. Points are not awarded for puzzle-solving, for this is true interactive fiction in which character
interaction is as important as the object-oriented puzzlers. The parser is as frustrating as some puzzles; it
won’t accept multiple commands or complex sentences and the vocabulary is slim. It does, however, come
with good documentation for the parser and an aerial map of town. Sadly, it does not support two drives,
forcing you to swap disks when you savea game.. Still, The Mist isrecommendedif you're seeking an offbeat
horror story or happen to be a Stephen King addict.

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Thus story, based on the motion picture of the same name, is presented in a unique way. A horizontal
band across the top half of the screen always shows a brilliantly colored landscape dominated by a tall white
tower. When you enter a new location or encounter someone or something, its picture appears in a smaller
window on the left, while other icons represent your inventory on the right. All the graphics are finely
detailed and there’s a charming, if repetitive, sound track. Your goal is to save theland of Fantasia from being
consumed by The Nothing and rescuing an ailing Empress from the Ivory Tower.

The story isdivided into three parts. Thereare only a few puzzlesin eachone, and the next part loads
when you solve the final problem. The game’s best feature, aside from the original design, is that it loads
entirely into RAM, so there’s no disk access during play. The worst aspect is its two-word parser and limited
vocabulary, which often sends you searching for synonyms instead of the objects needed to solve puzzles.
Still, it’s an engaging story and a good novice level game, especially if you're looking for something different
in a graphic adventure.

The trick is to start two different colored
paths to connect with the five squares,
while using two other paths to get rid of
pieces you can’t use.

ne good thing about this adaptation of the Sylvester Stallone movie is that you don’t have
to try to figure out what Stallone is talking about when he mumbles—it’s all text, so you
can read the dialogue. As in the film, your goal is to return to a POW camp in Vietnam
and rescue some of your war buddies. It begins when you parachute into a Vietnamese
jungle and ends when you free the POWs—or get killed trying. The latter is more likely,
since this is a deadly adventure thatarms you with a bow, machine gun and rocket-firing

helicopter. Many puzzles center on combat, both armed and unarmed. And a time limit
of sorts is imposed, for you won’t last long after your ammo runs out. (See the review of The Mist for

comments on the parser in this game, produced by Angelsoft.)

When the helicopter gunship
appears you must “hide” on the
next move or die. You can hide
only at the places indicated on the
map. Later you will face enemy
guards. If one is aiming his gun at
you, “fire gun at guard.”

The Promethean
Prophecy

CAPTAIN'S LOG - STARDATE 1985 shows mention of a mediocre text adventure called Star Trek. |
This sequel, however, outperforms it in every respect. Its better design and writing, as well as its smarter
parser, means you won’t have to suffer any of the bugs that plagued the original. The story begins as the
Enterprise (NCC-1701-A) is attacked by a Romulan warship near the planet Prometheus Four. As Captain
James T. Kirk, you must issue the right orders in order to defeat the enemy ship. But the real game begins
when Mr. Spock reports the ship’s food supply was destroyed in the battie.

YOU BEAM DOWN to the planet with a small party to search for food. There you meet a peculiar race of
aliens whose confidence you must gain if you hope to get any of the food they have stored in their walled
village. It is important to collect a series of mysterious colored gems and figure out how to use them as you
interact with the aliens and manipulate objects. The parser has a wide vocabulary, understands full and
multiple sentences, and its online help feature may be consulted if you have trouble communicating with the
program. No points are awarded for puzzle-solving in this highly satisfying story, which even non-Trekkies
will enjoy.

ince the pioneers first set foot in Original Adventure’s Colossal Cave, humor has been
employed (after first filling out lengthy forms and submitting to a tedious interview by the
personnel director) mainly in a program’s responses to commands that could not be
L performed or to words that weren’t in the parser’s vocabulary. The jokes consisted (and still
do in most games) of glib remarks that ridiculed the adventurer for attempting to perform
anaction unanticipated or prepared for by the program’s author. Say “eat the rock” in Zork
and you'll be told “it wouldn’t agree with you.” (Admittedly, eating the rock isn’t too
logical—but a frustrated adventurer will try anything.) This kind of joke, occasionally
backed up with notoriously bad puns, rarely elicits more than a smile.

ut Douglas Adams liberated humor from these shackles and gave it a new role inadventure
gaming when he and Steve Meretzky adapted Hitchhiker's Guide to the Universe for
Infocom. Instead of burying the jokes in responses to unacceptable commands, they kept us
rolling in our ergonomic seats with outrageously funny predicaments, characters and
dialogue that triggered chuckles, snorts and outright belly laughs. The story itself was funny,
not the program’s thinly disguised excuses for its own inadequacies. Comedic adventures
are just emerging as a new sub-genre. For now there are but a few, and it’s no coincidence
that Steve Meretzky’s manic mind was involved in two of the three presented here. One of
the mostappealing aspects of a comedicadventureisits ability to make you laugh even while
hopelessly stuck, which reduces the frustration considerably.

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Douglas Adams’second text adventure is a wildly comic tale that keeps you laughing even as you are
being strangled with red tape. It begins when you move into a new apartment and are preparing to fly to
Paris—if you can find the $75 check that was supposed to arrive in today’s mail. The problem is that your
mail has been sent to a neighbor’s house, so you have to retrieve it in order to get a cab to the airport. Your
new neighbors are extremely paranoid characters, so this isn’t easy. In fact, little comes easy in Bureaucracy.
Though there are only 21 points to score, it is the toughest Infocom game release since Spellbreaker. (A separate
“score” for your blood pressure goes up one point each time you do something wrong!) Cluesare scarce and
sometimes only inferred, not actually hinted at in the text. Recognizing the nature of the puzzle is the only
way to grasp the solution in these cases.

It is also funnier than Hitchhiker’s Guide, for Adams’ demented observations on such real-life situations as
ordering a meal from an incompetent waitress, dealing with bank tellers, and riding on a jet are bitingly
accurate. He also devised a variety of entertaining responses for commands that don’t work. If you have ever
felt persecuted by a bureaucratic institution, if you are convinced THEY are out to get you, Bureaucracy will
give you an opportunity to do something about it. (For comments on the Infocom parser, see Ballyhoo .)

Author Dave “Hollywood” Anderson’s twisted sense of humor isn’t limited to funny names, but
surfaces in nearly every scene. Try to focus the wrong object in the screening room, and the responseis: “It’s
your thinking that’s out of focus.” The puzzles are well-conceived and logical, with thoughtfully planted
clues. Though no character interaction is involved, there is a clever plot that materializes in the end game,

which features one of adventure’s most ludicrous finales.

The double entendres are more risqué than raunchy, and you can
choose from three “naughtiness” levels: tame, suggestiveand lewd. Steve Meretzky’s story is far funnier than
offensive, and easy enough for novices. Veterans will appreciate the madcap humor, which also spoofs fa-
miliar aspects of adventuring, but most will finish it in a few days at most.

ome of literature’s most imaginative tales have emerged from the pens of Jules

Verne, Clifford Simak and other science fiction authors. And it’s appropriate

that contemporary writers such as Michael Berlyn create their stories on comput-

ers, for the concept of the adventure game was eerily foreshadowed in a science
fiction novel from the Forties, Arthur C. Clarke’s The City and the Stars. In Clarke’s story,
inhabitants of a city billions of years in the future passed the time by playing sensory-
stimulating games called sagas—interactive entertainment that involved exploration,
mapping and puzzle-solving in imaginary places like the Cave of the White Worms.

MANY SCIENCE FICTION WRITERS now spin their tales on word processors
rather than with pens, but those who work in the rarified atmosphere of “interactive
science fiction” go a step further by writing in arcane computer languages as well as in
English. Their worlds—planets like the mist-enshrouded planet of Oo-topos—abound
with robots, androids, aliens of every description, and even a few humans—offer the
desk-bound computerist a swarm of exotic opportunities to contact advanced civiliza-
tions, wage war in space, and fiddle with an endless array of fromitz boards, computers,
control panels and other futuristic gadgets and gizmos. If you've ever wanted to fly a
space ship, own a robot, blast three-eyed aliens or even be an alien, just buckle up your
space suit and boot up one of these programs. But you don’t have to be a science fiction
fan to enjoy this kind of adventure, for anyone with a computer will feel right at home
in such ultra-high tech settings.
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BREAKERS

his is one of the few science fiction stories that casts you as an alien being. You are one of the psy-

chically-endowed Lau who dwell on the planet Borg, whigh is threatened with destruction unless

you performa ceremonial ritual. Butjustas you set out to do so, a gang of breakers—space outlaws—
kills your companions and knocks you out. Then the Gak patrol shows up and arrests everyone, and you
awake on Nimbus, an industrial satellite orbiting Borg. There, you must find a way to return and save the
planet.

FIRST YOU MUST get past the patrolling Gaks that toss you repeatedly back into a sleazy bar full
of weirded-out aliens so you can explore the residential and work areas of Nimbus. Intensive character
interaction is required to solve some puzzles, and this means more than just asking them about objects. Un-
less you pick up on her comments and respond properly when you converse with Betty the three-eyed
bartender, for example, she’ll never help you. Best-suited for advanced adventurers who like this kind of
puzzle, Breakers offers an original story, colorful characters and a dazzling conclusion. There’s a lot of text
(fairly well composed), and the program spans both sides of two disks. (For particulars on the parser and
other aspect. of the game design, see the Essex review.)

Asightseeing tour of the Starship Essex
turns into hard work when a dying

agent recruits you to find a scientist and his
formula, the only tool that will empower the
Federation to defeat the alien Vollchons. You
have only two days of game time to unriddle
dozens of problems on the ship and two planets.
Besides manipulating objects, you’ve got to fast-
talk other tourists and crew, including a spy de-
termined to sabotage the ship. Some puzzles
have alternate solutions. Instead of a point-
based score, this all-text game gives a progress
report that lists your accomplishments. Essex
sidesteps most of the science fiction clichés (nary
a robot, though the mandatory teleporter is on-
board) and is one tough game—much harder
than Mindwheel, Broderbund’s initial Electronic
Novel.

ITS MOST UNUSUAL ASPECT is the
story unfolds in real time. If you just stand
around, people walk past, enemy space ships
attack and other events transpire. This can be
frustrating, because the disk is accessed for these
events, which will halt your typing in mid-sen-
tence if you happen to be punching in a com-
mand. The parser isn’t as bright as it seems but
accepts full sentences and is adequate for the job.
You can get hard copy of the game text. Recom-
mended for advanced astronauts who enjoy
good-humored company on a long cruise in
deep space and a tense climax. (You also get a

100-page book that introduces the story and
doubles as documentation and copy protection).

Your efforts to track down and
destroy the fiend lead you all over the college, where you’ll deal with magic and science to solve a series of
cunningly devised puzzles before reaching the nightmarish conclusion. Lebling’s prose is first-rate, and his
unusual story is a must for “Fright Night” fans and anyone looking for something new. (See the review of
Ballyhoo for comments on the parser and other technical notes.)

his British program is reserved for those

who enjoy flying flight simulators as much

as solving puzzles. It begins when your

space ship crashes on the planet Targ and
you learn the Mechanoids (the villains) and the
Palyars (the good guys) are at war. While explor-
ing Targ’s underground bases you will receive
offers from both sides to assist each by collecting
various objects and destroying enemy installa-
tions. You can accept either offer or work inde-
pendently, but the ultimate goal is to find an Inter-
stellar ship and leave it all behind.

VECTOR GRAPHICS like those seen in
the Star Wars arcade game show 3-D views of
buildings, rooms and objects as you walk around
or fly one of several kinds of low-flying craft. The
elementary flight simulator is much easier to mas-
ter than dedicated programs, and each type of ship
handles differently. You can blast other ships and
buildings with your laser, or avoid them. There is
no parser, for all you can do is take and drop
objects. This limits the puzzle-solving aspects of
the game to finding things and delivering them to
a Colony Craft that orbits Targ. But after complet-
ing the adventure you still have a flight simulator
to play with, so Mercenary provides extra replay
value. A sequel scenario that requires this program
is also available.

The Walkthrough

There are three possible solutions, and this one will
net you 554,000 credits by working for the Palyars.
Before consulting it, check the map to find objects
needed to complete your mission. You may need
to use it to confront situations that involve the
Colony Craft and to reach the end game, however.

Precise commands, such as “type B” for “board
craft,” are not stated here. Since few locations have
names, this solution uses bold-faced numbers on
the map as guideposts instead of explicitdirections
here.

Flying Tips

After buying the Dominion Dart, stick with it un-
less you want to learn how to fly a different kind of
ship. Shooting down any buildings will incur the
wrath of the Palyar Commander’s brother-in-law,
who can easily outmaeuver and outshoot you. You
and your ship can easily survive crashes as long as
they aren’t from extremely high distances.

The easiest way to get to a specific location is to fly
to an altitude of 500 units. Hit the brakes and turn
your ship directly due west or east, depending on
the destination’s first coordinate. Jetalong atspeed
nine until the gauge matches the first coordinate.
Brake and turn directly either north or south, ac-
cording to the second coordinate. Fly at speed nine
until you reach this coordinate, then brake and
point straight down. Rocket toward the surface
and brake at an altitude of 50. Hit speed four and
cruise down, decelerating as you near the surface.
This isn’t exactly beautiful flying, but it will work
until you learn to fly normally.

Most of the original puzzles remain, but elements have been jumbled so even those who played the text
version will find this one challenging and rewarding. The artwork is clean, crisp, and futuristic. Points are
not awarded for solving puzzles, which range from Novice to Intermediate level, and are all object-oriented

and well-conceived.

21st Century, you must
locate eight scientists and re-
turn them to the Government
Underground Biolab (GUB).
Only their work can stop a
deadly mutant plague. But to
qualify for the mission, you
have to become a powerful
gang leader by taking over
enough cities to attract the
GUB’sattention. Character de-
velopment and car-to-car com-
bat are stressed in this role-
playing game, whose scenario
is reminiscent of the Road War-
rior films. The primary game
screen shows a large map of the
USA, across which you guide a
car-shaped icon.

You press keys to look
for supplies, cars and new
gang members. Three combat
modes let you choose the de-
gree of complexity: one-line
casualty reports, a detailed
scrolling text display, or an
aerial view of a wargame-style
battle in which you individu-
ally direct the actions of up to
15 vehicles and their crews.
There are no logical puzzles,
but clues help you find six of
the eightscientists. Mappingis
unnecessary. There are no
sound effects, animation or
real-time combat, and two
drives are not supported. The
programming and design are
rough around the edges, and it
accesses the disk almost every
time you press a key. (This was
Jeff Johnson’s first game).
Players who enjoy tactical
combat will get the most out of
this one, for the quest is secon-
dary to the combat. But with
two sets of characters—the
gang and their cars—to work

with, a strong sense of charac-
ter development emerges.

The

Many elements of Roadwar are
randomly determined, so it’s
impossible to say exactly
where to find things.

Characters, Cars and Supplies
You start with eight gang
members, one vehicle and lim-
ited supplies of food and fuel.
It is vital to increase each of
these quickly. The goal is to
build your gang up to at least
three vehicles, 50 men and as
many supplies as you can
carry. Then you'll be ready to
begin the quest. Search for
vehicles first until you have at
least two or three cars. Eventu-
ally you’ll want a few limos, a
bus, trailer, and some pickups
and wagons, but take what-
ever you find for now.

Next loot for supplies. Takeall
the gppe, gvfm boe nfejdjof
you can find. (Each gangmem-
ber eats a unit of food per day,
so try to keep your food supply
at least three times higher than
the total number of gangmem-
bers). Forget about ujsft for
now until you’vebuiltup good
fuel and food supplies. Al-
ways cache away lots of every-
thing, particularly fuel and
food. Note what supplies are
in which towns, since you may
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which towns, since you may need them later.
When you have two or three vehicles and sup-
plies to keep them and your crew going for
awhile, save the game!

Finally, search for qfpqmf up kpjo zpvs hboh.
When you meet a group, tfoe fowpzt up ubml
up uifn. (If they attack and wipe out your crew,
reboot and restore the saved game). Mercenar-
ies are the most desirable, then street gangsters,
armed rabble, and the needy. Don’t be picky in
the early stages of the game—take anyone who
offers to join but not more than you can feed for
a few days.

Character Development

At the end of each victory, many of your surviv-
ing members are automatically promoted. This
means you’ll be more successful in future
battles, and it will be easier to attract new
members. Rvbmjuz is more important than
rvboujuz: a crew of 110 with 85 armsmasters is
more effective than a gang of 250 that has only
50. Later in the game, you can often dump many
of the escorts who have just joined by sending
them scouting, keeping only the strongest re-
cruits. The optimal number of gang members is
uisff ivoesfe up gjwf ivoesfe. Get a cjh gppe
tvqqmz before accepting a lot of recruits.

Dpipsut help your crew earn promotions faster
and livelonger. Their location, as well as that of
the scientists, agents, healers and other
elements, are randomly determined for each
new game. You will always find cohorts in
Npvoubjo Wijfx, however, so it's worth check-
ing out soon if you're on the West Coast, or after
you’ve taken over a region if you start further
away.

The attributes of your car—speed, maneuvera-
bility and so on—must be developed by finding
towns with garages, body shops and similar
places. Keep track of where they are and visit
them when possible. Sometimes you’ll have to
repeatedly loot a city to find sucha place, even if
you already know where to look. Yqu can also
strengthen your arsenal by finding bigger ve-
hicles. Don’t settle for anything smaller than a
tubujpo xbhpo. Get as many of the most pow-
erful combat vehicles (trailers, buses, flatbeds
and limos) as you can find, since they can carry
lots of supplies and are effective in combat. The
bus, which can fire 26 rounds in one whack, is
your deadliest weapon. Construction vehicles
and tractors are useful for transporting supplies,

but practically useless in combat except when
ramming. Search for vehicles, cfgpsf zpv mppu
gps tvqqmijft or you'll just have to go back to
looting to repair any new vehicles.

Combat

There are three combat modes: abstract, quick
and tactical. Battles fought in the cities are
usually abstract, though occasionally you'll run
into a road gang. When you do, you get to
choose the combat mode. Each has advantages
and disadvantages. Some people have com-
pleted the game using only abstract combat, but
most prefer to mix them up. If you choose
detailed combat, you'll learn which kinds of
vehicles you're facing before you choose to go
for quick or tactical mode. If you see anything
you need, such as abus or van, select tactical and
try to capture it.

Abstract is the fastest, because you have no
control over your men or vehicles. You just read
the scrolling combat report and hope for the
best. The main threat is getting your tires shot
out and taking lots of damage to the vehicles’
superstructure. If you intend to resolve most of
your battles in abstract mode, be sure to carry
plenty of tqbsf ujsft. Always fix your tires after
each battle, regardless of the combat mode. An
abstract victory, however, doesn’t allow you to
increase the number of cars you can own. (If you
prefer a small gang, that’s not important). An
advantage is that you won’t need as much fuel.
In quick combat you have to worry about
extensive damage from being rammed by en-
emy vehicles. It takes longer than abstract and
lets you choose your own ram ratio and targets.
Never ram during quick combat. Don’t shoot at
topside gunners. Concentrate your fire on inte-
rior crew and/or tires.

Tactical mode offers the most flexibility control-
ling your vehicles and gang members. Its draw-
back is time: the bigger your fleet, the longer the
battle. (With a dozen or more cars, combat can
last an hour or more!) But you can pick up vast
amounts of supplies by winning one. It’s played
like a war game, so many of the same guidelines
apply. Initial deployment of your fleet is impor-
tant. If you've got a a few fast cars, especially
limos, keep them in reserve so they can move in
quickly to outflank the enemy. Maneuver your
cars so they face enemy vehicles at a 45-degree
angle, which allows them to fire twice (from the
front and side or rear and side) on each turn.
Position buses and other large vehicles so they
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can fire from the side, then use them like artillery
after luring cars in range with other vehicles. A
very effective tactic is to svo b cvt epxo uif
njeemf mbof, so it can fire fromboth sideson the
same turn. If you have two buses, run them
along opposite sides and catch enemy cars in the
crossfire. Take advantage of terrain, ducking be-
hind trees and other obstacles.

Concentrate firepower on the most dangerous
vehicles—trailers, buses, limos and wagons—
before going after the small ones. Avoid ram-
ming other vehicles, unless you've got a few
specifically meant as kamikaze and manned
only with escorts. Don’t shoot topside gunners
unless you plan to capture a vehicle. Then pick
them all off before moving in. This is often the
best way to acquire some of the most desirable
ones.

With quick and tactical combat, auto-deploy
your gang and fine-tune their positions indi-
vidually to save time. Make sure weapons are
set to firearms, not crossbows. Keep armsmas-
ters off the topsides, unless you want to board
and capture, and even then keep them inside
until you're ready for them to jump.

The Game Plan

Your initial location is randomly determined,
but the strategy is identical regardless of where
you start. First ublf pwfs fwfsz tubuf jo zpvs
sfhjpo. These are listed in the manual’s appen-
dix and shown on its map. In each town, scout
to see who's in control. Make the majority of
your scouting party ftdpsut, since some are
likely to get killed. If no one controls the city,
take it over. If Jowbefst control it, note this in
your logbook and get out of town fast. Fight for
it if it is controlled by another gang. Unfortu-
nately, there is no command for calling them out
to fight: you must keep looting and searching
until the controlling gang spots you and attacks.
You may have to defeat them in several battles
before you gain control of the city. It may take
more than 20 victories, but the average is three
to five.

On the Road

Along the way, constantly replenish your sup-
plies of food, fuel, medicine and tires. Make a
habit of punching the “x” and “m” keys to check
the situation. Your priority should be on fuel,
then food and medicine. (Tires are the game’s
most plentiful item, so you don’t have to carry
many). If you're running dangerously low on

food and have plenty of escorts, tfoe uifn bmm
po b tdpvujoh njttjpo: most won’t come back.
The food will last longer, so your stronger gang-
members won't starve to death. Note the loca-
tions of any special items you find, such as
healers, fuel tanks, body shops and garages.
Always trade nfejdjof for bouj-upyjo from the
healers whenever you bump into them. Imme-
diately after each battle with mutants, check
your crew for disease and use anti-toxin to heal
them.

Finding the Scientists

After youhave covered an entire regionand con-
quered many cities, an agent tells you xifsf up
gjoe uif HVC. Head there rightaway and search
for people. The GUB will contact you, give you
abadge and your mission. You must visit many
cities and find clues to the whereabouts of the
scientists, then locate them by searching for
people, often several times. Sometimes they
may have moved to a nearby town instead of the
one you were referred to by the clue. You don’t
have to capture a town to find scientists or clues.

When you’ve found the first tjy tdjfoujtut, re-
turn to the GUB, which will accept themand give
you a Sbejp Ejsfdujpo Gjoefs that will lead you
to the other two, for whom no clues are given in
the game. (Don’t bother taking themback one by
one, since you don’t get anything until you
return all six). However, if you have stumbled
across these two during the quest, you will not
be given the RDF to locate the others, for whom
clues do exist. So if you return six scientists and
don’t get the RDF, you’'ll know to keep looking
for clues. (Another reason that maintaining
good records of your travels is so important).
The final trip to the GUB is the toughest part of
the journey. Road gangs are everywhere, sup-
plies are scarce. Throughout the game, prepare
for the end game by setting up supply lines of
cached supplies along key routes back to the
GUB.
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hen Sarien Startroopers

attack your ship, you—

a’lowly janitor—are the
sole survivor. You've got to
dodge the invaders long
enough to obtain crucial clues
and objects, then escape. If you
don’t find and destroy the Star
Generator the Sariens stole
from your ship, these evil ali-
ens will use it to take over the
universe. But first you have to
explore two planets and deal
with their people and wildlife.

THE GAME SYSTEM IS the
one seen in the King’s Quest
series: using keyboard, joys-
tick or a mouse to guide your
animated character, you ma-
neuver him through incredibly
detailed and lushly colored 3-
Dillustrations. (The animation
is so refined that interacting
with Space Quest is like “play-
ing” an animated cartoon.) In
many scenes you will visit the
same location twice: once be-
neath a bridge, for example,
and later when you walk
across it. This lends a singular
sense of depth to the surround-
ings. Some puzzles have alter-
native solutions, and there are
several arcade sequences in
which you can fly your ship or
interact with other highly ani-
mated characters.

T his long-awaited sequel to Steve Meretzky’s Planetfall puts you in the space boots of a Stellar Patrol

Lieutenant assigned to fetch a supply of “request form forms” from a neighboring space station. But
there’s no one there to greet you, and your main mission abruptly changes: find out what happened
to the crew and avoid that fate yourself as more and more of the station’s equipment mysteriously malfunc-
tions. Ultimately the fate of humankind rests upon your ability to unravel the secret of a strange pyramid
recovered from an alien space ship. The only characters are Floyd, that personable robot from Planetfall, and
afew of his cohorts, but you’ll find numerous objects—many of them red herrings—scattered about this nine-
level space station. A time limit is imposed by the limited amount of food, without which you’ll die.
REMINISCENT OF Fred Saberhagen’s Berserker series, the plot unfolds as you read the station
commander’s log and other files and notes. Harder than Planetfal] this one is a good standard level game with
amusing prose and clever, entertaining puzzles that will net you a top score of 80 points. (See the review of
Ballyhoo for notes on the Infocom parser and other technical aspects.)

Things such as theamount
of ore available on a
planet, product prices,
and your position after
hypering to another star
are randomly determined.

Your crew consists of Marines, Pilots
and other classes whose skills you must im-
prove.

There are 98 different
kinds of gear from which to choose, hundreds of
products to buy and sell, four kinds of ore to
mine and 47 planets to visit. Half the time you
control your ship via pull-down menus and
keyboard commands and watch simple ani-
mated graphics of your ship, shuttles and nearby
planets.

Commerce

The most profitable trading routes are those that
require no system jumps, because they eat up
less fuel. The best ones are in Pyxis. Establish a
routine of loading passengers onto a shuttle
cfgpsf uif qjmpu ps gvfm, to avoid forgetting
them. Unload them before moving to the prod-
ucts department for the same reason. The man-
ual never clearly states, only implies, that you
can operate up to three shuttles, ore processors,
or assault capsules simultaneously. The more
you have, the better you’ll do. Record the high-
estand lowest price for eachitem sold ata planet.
Prices fluctuate randomly on each trip, but the
ranges will give you an idea of the best prices to
pay. Use the chronograph (or click the mouse on
top of the menu bar) to freeze the product list
when you need to make notes or compare prices.
When you have a shuttle with room for large
items, cvz uif cjhhftu uijoht first, then fill the
rest of the space with smaller products.

Mining

Don’t go mining with serious expectations until
zpv ibwf b Tvuufs, an auto-doctor, an engineer
who canrepair the ore processors, miners whose
grades average at least gjguffo and enough fuel
tostay overa planetlong enough to make several
landings. This way you makea lot from one trip;
otherwise, you'll be lucky to make enough to buy
the fuel to replace that used while mining. Don’t
get greedy and njof gps upp mpoh xjuipvu
difdljoh uif wjedpnn over an inhabited planet,
though, or you’ll miss a lot of the reports. After

the processors return from mining, immediately
use the autodoctor on miners whose health is
below 70, or they may die. The ramscoop seems
to be a waste of time, but may prove useful if you
run low on Ore IV.

Piracy

Don’t attempt gjsbdz until you’ve learned the
ropes as a trader, because most of the booty isin
the form of products. You have to know where
to sell each one and which ones are worthless in
order to make a decent income. Even then,
mining is much more lucrative—and doesn’t
involve any disk swapping.

Combat

To attack ships in the hopes of raiding them, the
best complement of missiles is qsjudibset and
xpefo gft. An Explorer holds ten of the former,
eight of the latter. Fire two salvos of pritchards
and one or two of fes, then ep b tdbo. The exact
number of missiles in each salvo depends on the
kind of ship you're attacking. Ebhhfstcarry lots
of nbsjoft. While boarding a ship, the enemy
need not be in a direct line of fire with your
attacking Marine. Against odds of 3-1 or worse,
go for the control panels.

The First Year

Dock at Byjb boe tbwf. Enter drydock and hire
a pilot, astro and engineer who are at least grade
five, hopefully ten. If not available, abort and
restore saved position. Buy a epftufwtlj
dpowfsufs, an joufstqbdf izqfsesjwf and an
byjbo tivuumf. Check the vidcomm for a mes-
sage, then land. Inside, go to the upvs hbuf and
jotfsu ujdlfu. East, enter slidewalk, btl Eftnpob
bcpvu npovnfou. East, enter elevator, kiss
Desmona, ask Desmona bepvu cpptufs. North,
enter elevator, enter slidewalk. South, enter
booth, activate terminal. Load passengers for
Zeath. Buy some nzc lvub sptf and ufdijp
tdvmquvsf.

Zeath

Deliver cargo and passengers to Zeath, then pick
up same for Grotto. In the Qzyjt Tztufn buy
goods at Hspuup gps Gfwwfm, sell them and
shop for things to sell at Bahnir. There you
should just get gbttfohfst and start over at
Grotto. Continue until you have 200,000-250,000
credits. Get cargo and passengers for Byjb,
where you will pick up same for Vromus. At
Vromus, check out the drydock and get a uijse
tivuumf, hopefully a Voltac (and a gjmpu jg zpv
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pomz ibwf uxp). If you have enough credits, get
agbtufs dpnqvufs too. Ultimately you'll need at
least two Wpmubdt and an Axian for effective
trading. Land and conduct trading, then return
to Pyxis via Axia and continue trading until you
have a least 300,000 credits, three miners, three
marines, an engineer, a pilot for each shuttleand
an btpnojhbufe hvoofs boe btusphbups. Put
some of themin school and take aload of passen-
gers to Arbest by tvnnfs of 2363.

Arbest

Upgrade to an Fyqmpsfs ps b Tvuufs. Either
one allows room for bigger crew quarters, which
you'll need to hold a team of five or six nbsjoft.
The Explorer enables you to keep tradingand do
some medium-weight mining, even piracy if
that's your style. The Sutter is good for mining,
as it can carry three Franklin ore processors. No
matter which ship you get, outfit it with all the
best parts you can, especially a 99 Hyperdrive
and Accumulator. Then land at Arbest and buy
products (jogpsnbujpo-uzqf mjlf dpnqvufst
are best) and passengers for Vromus. Head
there, take care of business and return to trading
in Pyxis. By late njetvnnfs of 2363 you should
get a nfttbhf gspn IR.

The First Mission

Thisone sends you to nffu bo bhfou po Bscftu to
tufbm b efwjdf from an exhibit. The only tricky
part is ufmmjoh ijn uif gbttxpse: say “ufmm
Gmpze bepvu hmpnbs.” (Conduct any busi-
ness first.) Then east, qvti cvuupo, west, north,
tippu gjtupm, north. Head for Vromus and
report to HQ by entering the booth and “tbz
obnf.” You'll be rewarded witha Vromus prime
navy shield generator, more powerful than any
you could buy. Now return to trading in Pyxisor
check out Ferredkor in the Douglas System for
njojoh. If you don’t have at least five well-
trained marines and a hppe hvoofs, look for and
train them now. Also get your ship fully
equipped for combat by September, 2364. Buy
the best njttjmf sbdl and mbvodifs at Arbest.
An Explorer can pack ten pritchards and eight
woden fes. You also need a epdljoh bebqufs
and all necessary software.

The Second Mission

In mid-October of 2364, check for a vidcomm
message at boz GX gmbofu to get details on
Pqfsbujpo Tibuufs. (You have until Gfcsvbsz,
Uxp Uipvtboe, Uisff Ivoesfe boe Tjyuz-Tjy, up

dpngmfuf this mission.) Then hyper toa sfnpuf
gx tztufn—Qipcpt is usually a good choice—
and orbit a planet to find a ebhhfs. If unsuccess-
ful, abort and keep trying. Then save the game,
in case it hfut bxbz (or cmpxt you bxbz). Fireall
your pritchards, then the woden fes, in salvos of
gpvs boe uisff sftqfdujwfmz. Board and
dbquvsf uif ebhhfs. Then izqfs to the coordi-
nates you discover (8 -19 10), pscju uif gmbofu
and take off for Vromus. To the Admiral’s ques-
tion, say “ufmm Csftifmjbi bcpvu Sphvf.”
Return to trading, or better still, mining, since
you have a long time—until Kbovbsz, Uxp
Uipvtboe, Uisff Ivoesfe boe Ojofuz-Tjy—be-
fore the next mission and should have enough
cash to fully equip a Sutter by now. Make sure
your engineer is capable of repairing the ore
shuttles you buy: Don'’t get Franklins unless the
engineer is grade 20. You may want to check for
joufsftujoh nfttbhft in November, 2365, but
xjmm opu cf bemf to nffu Eftnpob bt tif
sfrvftut.

The Third Mission

You should have a solid crew—all grade 16 or
higher—by now and plenty of cash. InJanuary,
2365, you get a message to efmjwfs uif jpub
gjmf gspn Dfuvt Bnjdvt to Vromus, where you
learn it’s contents. (To enter the
Dpnnvojdbujpot Sppn at Cetus, just “say
name.”) There is no apparent reward for com-
pleting the mission, but the jogpsnbujpo buub-
jofe is needed to tpmwf uif foe hbnf. After the
briefing you can resume trading, mining, or
piracy, checking in occasionally for messages
about the progressing tubuf pg xbs.

There is little else to do until March, 2371. If you
are still have a few years to go and are getting
restless, you can kill time by hypering back and
forth between Toascella and Kochar. Be sure
you have a gfx njmmjpo epmmbst for fuel, and
keep stocked up on food. You can gjsf bmm uif
nbsjoft boe njofst, since you won't need them
again.

The Booster

You have until Pdupcfs to solve this one, or the
hbnf foet. Don’t bother to reportt to Wspnvt bt
psefsfe, but ifbe tusbjhiu gps Dfuvt and land.
Inside the Dpnnvojdbujpot Sppn: dbmm
Cpptufs. Tell Eftnpob about dmpvet. Tell
Desmona about jpub. Dbmm Csftifmjbi.
